Cornegy; this is going to be an amazi ng opportunity
for Brooklynites and New Yorkers all over.

Over the | ast several nonths the Counci
has engaged in serious and nuch needed di scussi ons
about how to best provide for our city's uniforned
officers in case they are seriously injured in the
line of duty. Every day the hard-working nen and
wonen of the NYPD, the FDNY, DSNY and DOC work to
keep New York Gty safe, clean and operating and we
must honor their work with fair policies that nmake
sense. Today the City Council will vote on a Hone
Rul e Message requesting the State to pass |egislation
to nmake needed changes to the disability pensions of
New York's uni fornmed enpl oyees. This proposal is
fair, it's fiscally responsible and will protect al
of our uniformed officers regardl ess of when they
were hired. The Council has thoroughly exam ned al
proposals and we are proud to support a plan that
strikes a fair bal ance between saf eguardi ng our
city's unifornmed officers and our city's finances.

The plan the Council is endorsing will raise salaries
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for younger workers at a 75 percent tax-free
disability benefit for those who are seriously
disabled in the line of duty and assure all officers
are treated equally. The nessage we are sending to
Al bany today is clear; we nmust protect those who
protect New York City. Throughout this process the
Counci | has nmintai ned an open |ine of conmunication
with the PBA, the UFA union |eaders, the
Adm nistration and all stakeholders. | thank all of
ny col |l eagues for their input throughout this process
and | ook forward to continuing to work with the
uni ons, the Adm nistration and the State Legislature
to better our city for all New Yorkers.

Today we're al so voting on a major
| egi sl ati ve package to inprove the regulatory climte
for small businesses in New York City; these are
nmeasures that | first proposed in ny State of the
City Address and we're all very proud to be voting on
t hem t oday.

We have two bills that require the
Departnent of Consunmer Affairs and the Ofice of
Adm nistrative Trials and Hearings to issue reports
on violations that are dism ssed and that require

agencies that issues these violations to report on
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plans to mnimze the nunber of unwarranted
vi ol ati ons.

If sinple neasures, such as retraining
i nspectors or clarifying rules can save busi ness
owners the hassle of appealing unnecessary
violations, it's in everyone best interest.

Qur next bill requires the Mayor's O fice
of Operations to engage in outreach efforts to ensure
that nore snmall businesses conpl ete the custoner
service survey available on the Cty's website. This
val uabl e feedback woul d be required to be used as
t hese agencies formulate and refine their Council -
mandat ed custoner service training.

Anot her bill in this package woul d
require the Departnent of Consuner Affairs, supported
by the Department of Small Business Services, to hold
mul ti pl e busi ness educati on events [background
coment] across the city each year to provide | oca
busi nesses with information on the |aws and rul es
that are enforced by the agency.

The City's role in regul ati ng business
shoul d be to ensure that everyone knows the rules and

is able to follow them not to catch small busi ness
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owners off-guard with violations that could easily be
avoi ded with proper educati on.

The next bill creates a small business
advocate position in the Departnment of Small Business
Services. This office wll be dedicated to hel ping
busi ness owners obtain appropriate services fromthe
Depart nent and ot her governnental agenci es.

Wen we listen to small businesses and
when we listen to small business owners, we hear a
wi de variety of concerns on numerous issues and it's
time for themto have a single, convenient point of
contact within the Adm nistration to address these
concerns.

And the final bill in this package is one
["mvery proud to sponsor. This bill wll require
that the Mayor's O fice of Operations nake avail able
the Business Omers Bill of Rights in at |east the
top six | anguages spoken by limted English
proficient New Yorkers so that small business
operators will know they have a right to | anguage
transl ation services during inspections. It wll
al so require the Mayor's O fice of Operations to
establ i sh specific protocols for inspectors in

mul tiple agencies to follow in order to determ ne
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whet her a busi ness operator needs | anguage
transl ation services and to provide such services.

Smal | busi nesses have al ways pl ayed a
huge role in the i mmgrant success story that is New
York Cty. Restaurants and shops across the five
bor oughs all ow New Yorkers fromall over the world to
pursue the entrepreneurial dreans while al so
enriching the cultural experience for everyone in
this city. Sinply put, |anguage barrier should be no
excuse for the Gty not to fully conmmunicate to
busi ness owners their rights and responsibilities.
This bill will ensure that we inprove that
conmmuni cati on goi ng forward.

So now | " mgonna call up a couple of ny
col | eagues to speak on sonme of the bills that nake up
this conprehensive small busi ness package. | also
do, on the staff side, wanna thank Laura Popa, Matt
Gewol b, obvi ously, Rachel Cordero, David Seitzer,

And so this bill wll mandate that DCA study
to find out what violations are commonly di sm ssed
and after finding that out, then work to reduce those
vi ol ations frombeing issued by inspectors and in so
doi ng, stop the harassnent of small business owners
who are required to go down and fight these
violations, only to have them di sm ssed and they |ose
their time from busi nesses and basically continue to
do this over and over again. So this bill is a good
bill to create this study to reduce these violations

in the long run, so | appreciate your support today.
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COUNCI L MEMBER ROSENTHAL: Thanks so
much. You know, | wanna thank the Speaker and
Counci | Menber Cornegy for their support in putting
this supporting bill through to better understand,
i ke Council Menber Gentile's bill, why so nmany cases
are dismssed; it will help our small business
peopl e, our restaurateurs; in addition to that, on
sort of the flip side, it'll help us understand why
| andl ords aren't paying for violations that are
i ssued agai nst them You know, of the thousand
violations that the Ofice of Special Enforcenent
puts out on | andl ords, we hear stories that many of
those violations are sinply dism ssed or disregarded;
simlarly, with harassnment and eviction of our
tenants in rent-stabilized hones, we hear that
| andl ords are bringing |awers into the CATH with
them and getting their cases dismssed. So |I'm
| ooking forward to understanding better why the cases
are being dismssed and what we can do to better
protect our tenants. Thank you so nuch.

The advocates in the Departnent of Small
Busi ness Services will be able to help them access
and navigate City agencies and speak up for them when
there are issues. In a nutshell, this bill is about
i ncreasi ng access and transparency in Cty governnent
for small business owners.

I want to thank our Speaker, Melissa
Mar k- Vi verito and Council Menber Cornegy for their
support in getting this legislation passed. 1| also
woul d i ke to thank Jeff Canpagna, who worked very
hard on this legislation with us, as well as Matt
Gewol b and Laura Popa, and of course, ny Chief of
Staff, Yunme Kitasei, and | ask my colleagues to join
me in supporting this bill

SPEAKER MARK- VI VERI TO.  Thank you,
Counci | Menber.

Today we're al so passing a bill that wll
require all car wash businesses in the city to be
i censed by the Departnent of Consuner Affairs in
order to operate. |I'mvery proud to sponsor this

bill; it's been a bill -- we've been working for over
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a year-and-a-half, so very excited we've arrived to
thi s day.

In order to receive a |license, businesses
woul d, anong other things, be required to obtain a
$150, 000 bond to cover any cl ains agai nst the
busi ness, including those for |abor violations, such
as wage theft and danages to vehicles. This bond
amount is reduced to $30,000 for businesses operating
with a collective bargaining agreenment or those that
are under a State-supervised settlenent.

Car wash businesses woul d al so have to
certify that they are in conpliance with certain
Departnent of Buil dings and Depart nent of
Envi ronnmental Protection | aws and keep records of
damaged cars and paynents to custoners.

Over the last few years we've held a
nunber of hearings on this topic and there is a clear
record of w despread | abor violations in New York
Cty's car wash industry. The car wash |icensing
| egi sl ation provides protections for New Yorkers from
unscrupul ous car wash owners. The law will help us
enforce environnmental |aws governing the use of water
and the disposal of pollutants; it will also help

consuners that patronize car washes.
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Finally, the law will help protect
enpl oyees of car washes, and particularly, vulnerable
group of |owwage workers. The Gty Council wll
continue to stand up for New Yorkers and our
l egislation will hold businesses accountabl e.

Last year | was proud to stand with
Attorney General Eric Schneiderman as we announced a
| andmark settlement to help those who had fallen
victimto | abor abuse in the car wash industry and
this bill will continue that work by taking a
proactive step to prevent such practices from
happening in the first place.

This has been a long fight for fairness
in the industry and today |'mvery proud to say that
the Council is stepping up and passing this inportant
pi ece of |egislation.

I wanna thank Laura Popa, Terzah Nasser,
Matt Carlin, Gafar Zaal off, Natalie Rehagen [sp?],
Rob Newman, Lyle Frank, Chris Eshleman and Ray
Maj ewski for all of their hard work

And finally, we're passing a very
i nportant piece of legislation that will continue the
Council's work to nake New York City a nore fair

place to live and to work for all. Today we're
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voting on the Fair Chance Act, a bill that wll
strengthen our city's human rights |aw by prohibiting
enpl oyers from aski ng about an applicant's crim nal
background prior to making a conditional job offer.

If an applicant is revealed to have a
crimnal record after being given a conditiona
of ficer, the enployer would be required to get a
witten explanation if they intend to rescind or
reduce the offer. The applicant would then have a
three-day period of time to provide explanation or to
correct any inaccurate information. This bill is a
bal anced and reasonable way to ensure that those who
have made m stakes in their past still have the
opportunity to inprove their lives in the future.

W' ve taken a |l ot of action and had a | ot
of discussion in recent nonths about crimnal justice
reform The driving force behind these discussions
has the goal to live a city where those who viol ate
the |l aw are puni shed accordingly but are also given
the tools to get their lives back on track. Wen we
take away the chance to find honest enploynent from
those who have nade bad decisions in the past, we're
only setting up roadblocks to their efforts to

rebuild their |ives.
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This bill still gives enployers a choice
about who they hire, but it makes the process fair
for all parties involved.

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have an equal opportunity to conpete for jobs for
whi ch they qualify.

Today is the National Day of Action,
urgi ng President OGhama to adopt a Fair Chance Hiring
policy for Federal contractors to mark the occasion.
I"mvery proud that New York Cty Council is expected
to pass the New York City Fair Chance Act and join 17
states and nore than 100 cities and counties who have
al ready adopted simlar legislation; I'mvery proud
that this bill is one of the strongest in the nation.

This legislation will not hurt enployers;
that is it does not require themto hire any
particul ar application; it does however delay the
background check, thus [background coment ]
si npl ementing [sic] preexisting | aw that says
enpl oyers cannot deny a job because of a record
unless there is a direct relationship to the job.

To be clear, you currently are not
supposed to di scrim nate agai nst soneone just because
they have a crimnal history, but many of the
apprehensions to this bill is because people want to
continue to use a crimnal history to discrimnate
and we want to prevent that and enforce this | aw by

sayi ng that you cannot ask the question at the

begi nning; you have to ask it after you' ve assessed
them as an entire person.

Enpl oyers who are legally prohibited from
hiring people with certain convictions nust still do
so and enpl oyers can still do State-all owed
assessnent to determ ne which convictions conflict
with the job, but by del aying the background checks,
this law will make it possible for sone qualified
appl i cants who happen to al so have a record to nake
it through an initial screening process and thereby
stand a better chance of being considered for a job.

The Fair Chance Act allows people with a
conviction history to be evaluated on their nerits,
Wi t hout conprom sing safety and security on the job.
Under the act, enployers nmust nmake a conditional job
of fer before inquiring into the crimnal history of
an applicant or conducting any crimnal history
sear ch.

We are right now, in the nation and in
New York City, trying our best to deal with many
i ssues, particularly around viol ence and gun viol ence
in the city; | believe this bill has the pleasure of
being a jobs bill, of being a crimnal justice reform

bill and being a public safety bill. 1'mvery happy
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that this wll affect and help people with crim na
backgrounds and even nore happy that black and Latino
nei ghbor hoods that too often have a higher rate of
interaction with the crimnal justice systemw |l be
hel ped, and in particular, black males, who have
anmong the highest interaction, will be hel ped by
this. W do know that hurt people hurt people and we
think of Kalief Browder, who took his owmn |life, he
hurt hinself; it's disappointing that we couldn't
save him there are other young nen who are hurting
each ot her because they're feeling sone of the sane
pain and it's inportant that we recogni ze; either
young bl ack nmal es are nore prone genetically to be
crimnals or they're the systemc problem and if you
believe the first part, | don't know what to say to
you; if you, like me, are better-m nded and believe
the second part, please join us in trying to address
the system c issues, not just in crimnal justice; in
housi ng, in education and unenpl oynent, so that we
can get to the root of the problem

supporting this bill and The Speaker and would |ike

Last week
many of us went to Al bany to denmand action on this
matter. Keeping New York affordable for the mddle
class is a defining issue of our tinme and the | ast
thing we need is skyrocketing rents for New Yorkers
across the five boroughs due to inaction in Al bany.
This Council will continue to fight for mddle class
and | owincone New Yorkers struggling to nake ends
neet and it's essential that rent regul ati ons be
protected so we can nove forward, not backward in
this fight.

Addi tionally, the Council wll vote today
on a resolution calling on President Obhama to grant
cl emency to Oscar Lopez Rivera, a Puerto Rican
political prison who has served nore than 34 years in
prison for his activismand political beliefs.

Ri vera has served nore tine than Nel son Mandel a.

In 1999, Gscar was offered clenency by
President Bill Cinton, but in an act of solidarity
with other political prisoners he declined. He was
never convicted of specific crines that resulted in
deaths or injuries, nor was he ever convicted of any

act of violence. Nobel Peace Prize wi nners, |eaders
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fromacross the political spectrum and nenbers of al
wal ks of Iife have called for his release. Today the
Council will joinits collective voice to this hunman
ri ghts pl ea.

And finally, this is an issue that has
just been extrenely enotional during these | ast
coupl e of days; | wanna -- and by asking everyone to
join me in honoring the life and nmenory of Kali ef
Browder, a bright young man with even a brighter
future.

Kal i ef Browder was a New Yorker; he was
one of ours and one of us. | know he will be m ssed
by those who | oved himand I know that there are
mllions of people in this city standing in
solidarity with his famly in the face of this
unspeakabl e | oss.

In the wake of this sensel ess tragedy
it's inportant that we recogni ze that what happened
to Kalief Browder happens every day to too many New
Yorkers, particularly young nen of color. Fully, 85
percent of the population of Rikers, yes, that's 85
percent of the popul ation of Ri kers Island, are pre-
trial detainees, innocent in the eyes of the |aw and

we know fromthe alarm ng reports com ng out of
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Ri kers Island that Kalief Browder was not alone in
suffering abuse, physical and psychol ogi cal tornent
while jailed on Rikers Island. Qur crimnal justice
system | ocked himup for three years and stole his
freedom his future and ultimately his life. \at
happened to Kalief Browder was an injustice.
Policies that systematically and unfairly
margi nali ze, crimnalize, stigmatize and denvoralize
our young people of color are not justice. If we
needed a wakeup call, this is it. W need
conprehensive crimnal justice reformand we need it
now here in New York City and across the nation; we
cannot throw away any nore time or any nore |ives.
From proposing the creation of a citywi de bail fund
to advocating for a sumons systemthat is fair and
just to increasing accountability and transparency at
the Board of Corrections, the Gty Council is
committed to fixing this broken system

In fact, one week fromtoday we will be
hol di ng a hearing on our broken bail system the sane
system that kept Kalief Browder in jail because his
famly could not afford $3,000 in bail, because we

can do better than this; we nust do better than this,
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because we al ready have paid too high a price. My
he rest in peace.

Despite the support of the super
majority of the Council, Mayor de Blasio is
attenpting to push an alternative proposal through
the Council wth less than 24 hours in notice.
Pushing a bill of this significance through the
Council without tinme for discussion is wong.

Uni f orm personnel respond to the sanme energenci es and
face the sane dangers regardl ess of when they were
hired; therefore, they are deserving of equal
benefits if sustained a disability [bell] injury;
equal neans equal. Thank you.

out rageous and we need to nmake our viol ations against
t hese | andl ords serious, nean sonething; be nore than
the cost of doing business, which is why I'm so
pl eased that one of these bills wll raise the
m ni mum anount of the violation from $1,000 to

$10,000. Also, with Council Menber Rodriguez's bill,
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we'll be able to track exactly what happens to each
of these violations. Wat we're seeing right nowis
at | east 10 percent get dism ssed altogether; we need
to stop those disnmissals, we need to nake these

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Last year | was shocked to read in the
press that 7 of the 10 nost-sued police officers in
the NYPD were based in ny district; it left me and ny
constituents with a |lot of questions. Today I'm
introing [sic] Int. 824, a bill that will require the
New York City Police Departnment to report to the
Mayor and Council the locations of 200 officers with
the nost accunul ati ve CCRB conpl ai nts, substanti ated
CCRB conplaints, and |lawsuits alleging police
brutality. This information will enable us to | ook
at where officers are and why these conpl aints m ght
be happening; it may al so help the Police Departnent
determ ne whether additional training is needed; it
will also allow us to review where there are problens
and help us to rectify them | amintroducing this
bill because accurate information and transparency
can only strengthen our departnment and our public
safety.

The donestic workers bill, Int. 825, the
human rights | aw, prohibits enpl oyers from engagi ng
i n workplace discrimnation. Currently this
prohi bition only applies to enployers with four or
nore enpl oyees. This bill will extend protection to

i ncl ude enpl oyers of donmestic workers, even if only
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one enployee is a donmestic worker. | amintroducing
this legislation in an effort to send a nessage to
all that discrimnation in New York City will not be
tolerated. Additionally, it will give New Yorkers in
the donmestic service industry the opportunity to seek
recourse if they have been discrimnated against in
t he workplace. Domestic workers deserve the sane
civil rights protections as other workers.

And |'"m al so asking ny col |l eagues to
consi der supporting the Wwnen's Suffrage reso and the
predatory | oans; [bell] many of our districts are
i npacted greatly by predatory |ending. Thank you.
