The bill would require the Human Resources Administration to (HRA) to develop free/libre/open-source software that automatically takes machine readable information from the IT-201 New York State resident income tax form to screen all New York City taxpayers to determine their eligibility for public assistance benefits. Within six months of an individual’s tax filing, HRA would be required to determine what benefits an applicant may apply for and provide the applicant with automatic public assistance benefits.
