TITLE:  A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to tracking and removing deed restrictions placed on city properties when they are sold or otherwise disposed of
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require the mayor, or a designee, to maintain and update on the City’s website a searchable electronic database of all real property of the city sold, exchanged, or otherwise disposed of if the deed to such property contains a deed restriction imposed by or on behalf of the City. Such database would be able to produce reports.  The bill would also require the mayor, or a designee, to provide notice of any proposed removal or modification of any such deed restriction at least 60 days prior to its removal or modification the (1) borough president; (2) council member; and (3) community board where the subject real property is located and would also require a public hearing at least 20 but not more than 30 days prior to the removal or modification of any such deed restriction. Such notice would also be required to be mailed to the (1) borough president; (2) council member; and (3) community board where the subject real property is located, and no later than 20 days prior to the public hearing, a file containing relevant public documents shall be made available for public review at the office of the relevant community board.
CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED: Charter § 384
EFFECTIVE DATE: Section one of this local law takes effect 120 days after it becomes law; provided, however, that the mayor, or his or her designee, may take all actions necessary for the implementation of section one, including the promulgation of rules, prior to such effective date. Section two of this local law takes effect immediately.
NOTE: In the full bill text online at legistar.council.nyc.gov, language in proposed consolidated laws that is enclosed by [brackets] would be deleted, and language that is underlined would be new. Language in proposed unconsolidated laws, in contrast, will not have brackets or underlining because it would be entirely new. Consolidation means that the law is placed in the New York City Charter or Administrative Code.
