	TITLE: To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the police department to report on hate crime statistics.

SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Intro. No. 959-Bwould require the New York City Police Department (“NYPD”) to disaggregate hate crimes by the animus towards a targeted group such as race, nationality, sexual orientation, disability and report on the demographics of the arrestee. In addition, general categories such as anti-ethnic, disability, religion and other would have to be further disaggregated by identifying the particular group that is targeted if any particular group is targeted at least nine times in a total of four consecutive quarters.  The NYPD will be required to report the data quarterly and annually and post the data on the department website.
