This bill requires the corporation counsel to ensure that sealed criminal records are not used for the purpose of evidence in nuisance abatement actions. This bill requires the personal service of notices of court appearances relating to nuisance abatement actions.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

60 days after it becomes law
