A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to establishing a statute of limitations for the nuisance abatement law and repealing provisions of the nuisance abatement law that define some types of nuisances
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill sets a four month statute of limitations for the Nuisance Abatement Law generally, and a 90 day statute of limitations for drug cases brought under this law. This bill requires that a preliminary injunction that has been granted by the court be enforced within 15 days. This bill repeals types of nuisances which have not been utilized, including those related to obscenity, air pollution, and noise control.
