A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to prohibiting the use of high-frequency noise devices designed to repel or deter certain persons from entering upon real property

This local law would prohibit any person from using or permitting to be used devices capable of emitting high-frequency sound that are designed to be audible only to children and young adults.

· Adds § 24-218.2 of the Administrative Code
EFFECTIVE DATE:

120 days after it becomes law
