A Local Law in relation to establishing a temporary program to resolve awning violations and provide and education campaign for awning violations
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would 1) resolve awning judgments issued within the last two years immediately prior to enactment of this law for business owners who cure their violation; 2) repay moneys received for settled judgments to business owners who cured their awning violation within the last two years immediately prior to enactment of this law; and 3) institute a six-month moratorium on penalties for awnings in existence at the time of enactment that do not comply with the Building Code or Zoning Resolution. The Department of Buildings (DOB) and the Department of Small Business Services (SBS) would be required to coordinate an educational program for businesses regarding awning regulations.
Finally, the Department of City Planning, DOB and the Landmarks Preservation Commission would be required to report to the Mayor and the Speaker on whether current legal parameters for awnings are still relevant and appropriate and to suggest changes if no longer relevant.
