Bill Title: 
A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to setting minimum prices for for-hire vehicle driver services and setting rates of fare for for-hire vehicles
Bill Summary:

This bill would require the Taxi and Limousine Commission (TLC) to promulgate rules that set a price floor for services provided by for-hire vehicle drivers who are independent contractors; in other words, the minimum amount that drivers must be paid for their service by the companies they contract with. This minimum price for their services would be set to ensure that for-hire vehicle drivers earn an hourly income that is at least as much as the hourly income of yellow taxi drivers and is at least the minimum wage. This bill would also permit TLC to promulgate rules setting minimum fare rates for for-hire vehicles.
