SUBJECT:
Resolution ratifying Council action in Council et al., v. Carter, filed in New York Supreme Court, a lawsuit filed to preserve the separation of powers enshrined in the City Charter and Council Members’ free speech rights to express their policy positions by filing amicus briefs.
ANALYSIS:
Before the Committee is a resolution seeking to preserve the right of Council Members to file amicus briefs in their representative capacity. This resolution ratifies the filing of the lawsuit Council et al., v. Carter. The lawsuit demands that Corporation Counsel recognize the separation of powers principles established in the City Charter and the rights of Council Members to express amicus policy positions in all courts.
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
