No. 318 would point out that security concerns have become foremost in our daily lives since the tragic events of September 11, 2001, and the new threat of terrorism has heightened our need for security and security technology where we live, work, shop and spend leisure time.  The resolution would also note that security officers take great risks to their personal safety, whether in the mailroom, in dealing with clients or visitors to buildings, coming into contact with suspicious individuals, or investigating packages, and that they put their lives on the line every day to protect millions of New Yorkers.

In addition, the resolution would indicate that security officers are an integral part of New York’s first responder network.  Moreover, the resolution would point out that security officers also protect businesses and cultural institutions, helping to ensure that New York remains the country’s business and cultural capital.

Finally, the resolution would note that the City Council appreciates the important services provided by security officers to the residents, visitors and businesses in New York City, and would designate the month of May 2004 as Security Officers Appreciation Month.
