Title:
A Local Law to amend Section 325 of the Charter of the City of New York in relation to agencies that contract with not-for-profit organizations. 



Sponsors:
Council Members Recchia, Jr., Jackson et al.

Summary of Legislation:
This legislation would require city agencies that award client services contracts to produce a draft and final plan, and schedule that detail the agency’s anticipated contracting actions during the coming year.  The plans and schedule would show the type of services to be provided, the amount of funding associated with the program, the number of contracts expected to be let, and the date of the next competitive solicitation.  Agencies would be required to hold a public hearing and take testimony regarding the draft plan and schedule.  The Procurement Policy Board would be directed to promulgate rules to ensure that draft plans and schedules are issued immediately following the release of the executive budget and that the final plan and schedule are released no later than September 30 each year.
Effective Date:
This local law would take effect 45 days after its enactment.
