Summary of Legislation:
 This bill would allow the city to procure any service or construction through the United States General Services Administration, any other federal agency, the New York State office of general services, or any other state agency if the price is fair and reasonable.  Currently the city may acquire services and construction through state and federal contracts only if the price is lower than the prevailing market price.

Effective Date:
This local law would take effect 45 days after its enactment.
