TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the civil service law, in relation to additional member contributions by employees of the department of sanitation in cities having a population of one million or more.

BACKGROUND:


According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MOU), Chapter 528 of the laws of 2001 allowed certain employees of the New York City Sanitation Department who were suspended for reasons relating to the City’s fiscal condition between 1990 and 1993, and who were subsequently rehired within 33 months to be deemed to have been in continuous service for seniority and pension service credit purposes.  Under the statute, effected employees are required to pay an additional 2 percent of earnings until the date of retirement or completion of 30 years of service, whichever is earlier.  Chapter 579 of the Laws of 2002 clarified an existing inconsistency in the retirement benefits afforded to sanitation employees by stipulating that such employees make additional contributions only until their date of retirement or 20 years of service, whichever is earlier.  However, these provisions did not extend to employees covered under Chapter 528.  This legislation would reduce the payment period for sanitation employees covered under Chapter 528 to twenty years from thirty years.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:

Section 1 of the bill would amend item c of subparagraph 1 of paragraph b of subdivision 7-a of section 80 of the civil service law by replacing the word “thirty” with “twenty” with regards to the requirement that additional member contributions under the law end on the earlier of a member’s date of retirement or his or her completion of that specified number (amended to twenty from thirty) of years of service.
