          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I want to thank

          3  everyone. Honestly, it will be a very short meeting.

          4  The Subcommittees have done a lot of work this week

          5  to make sure that this meeting flies by God willing

          6  without a problem.

          7                 So, let us first do preconsidered

          8  C030066ZMX. This is in Council Member Palma's

          9  district. It extends a C2-2 district along

         10  Westchester Avenue.

         11                 LU Number 35. C030214ZMM, related to

         12  N030549ZRM, which is LU Number 36. And also LU

         13  Number 37 also related. C030215ZSM. These three

         14  applications are in Council Member Brewer's

         15  district. The text change from its 50 additional

         16  units to be built, 300 instead of 250 allotted.

         17  Fifty of the extra units, 35 will be market rate; 15

         18  will be low income. It is a zoning text change and a

         19  special permit.

         20                 LU Number 70, UDAAP, Council Member

         21  Yassky's district. C040114HAK, a six-story building

         22  with 24 units of middle-income housing.

         23                 LU Number 84. C040030HAK, it is in

         24  Councilman Vann's district, 93 units of housing for

         25  low-income elderly persons under the New York State
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          2  Housing Trust Fund Program.

          3                 LU Number 87. C04013HAK. It is in

          4  Council Member Boyland's district. It is a UDAAP of

          5  79 units of housing for low-income elderly and

          6  handicapped elderly persons under 202.

          7                 LU Number 88. N040146HAX. It is in

          8  Council Member Rivera's district, allowing the

          9  renovation and continued use of the Briggs Avenue

         10  Playground.

         11                 The rest are UDAAPs. LU Number 38,

         12  56, 64, 73, 74 and 92. Any discussion?

         13                 None? Will the clerk call the roll,

         14  please.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK: Katz.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Aye on all.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Perkins.

         22  roll open for 15 minutes.

         23                 I want to once again make two

         24  announcements. Number one, thank everyone once again

         25  for the early quorum. We are the second largest
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          2  committee in the Council, and since the new

          3  appointments, I must tell you, we have gotten a

          4  quorum within the first 15 minutes I think almost

          5  every single meeting.

          6                 So, I truly want to thank you. It

          7  makes life a lot easier. It really does show how

          8  responsible everybody knows that this job is. So,

          9  thank you.

         10                 And also, on the next meeting, I'd

         11  like everyone to be aware, it is March 23rd, the

         12  full Committee, is the next meeting, correct? Is

         13  that the next meeting? Okay, just so you're aware,

         14  I'm not sure it's the next meeting, but the March

         15  23rd meeting is the Finance meeting of the Land Use

         16  Committee, and that is obviously the joint Committee

         17  meeting between Finance and Land Use. It's going to

         18  be a lengthy morning, unlike what normally the

         19  meetings are for us in the full committee, so I want

         20  everyone to be prepared. At 9:30 Landmarks is coming

         21  because the Commissioner could not come after our

         22  Committee meeting.

         23                 We will do our normal substantive

         24  meeting as well at 10:00, and then at 12:00 DoITT

         25  will be here and at 12:45 the Department of City
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          2  Planning will be here, and depending how long that

          3  takes, 2:00 is the public hearing.

          4                 So, just so everyone can allocate the

          5  time in their schedule. It's March 23rd at 9:30, and

          6  it will be a long morning, okay?

          7                 And obviously, as usual, the staff

          8  will get together information and questions as well

          9  for the different agencies.

         10                 Oliver Koppell, how do you vote?

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Good morning.

         12  I apologize, the subway was delayed. It was some

         13  kind of accident.

         14                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: But I vote

         17                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you very

         18  much.

         19                 Council Member Avella.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: I apologize

         22                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Has anybody else
