         14  agencies and for the time and the allocation of the

         15  Commissioners' time, please come back here so we can

         16  show them how important their agencies are to us. I

         17  appreciate it, out of respect for the fact that it

         18  is such a long day.

         13  going to take place in my district. I want to thank

         14  the Chairman of Planning and Dispositions and the

         15  Land Use staff for guiding us through the process

         16  that is resulting in what I consider to be an

         17  extraordinary agreement in which the tenants that

         18  are in place will not only be allowed to remain in

         19  the housing but will be paying the same rent that

         20  they are paying now for the rest of their life. So

         21  that even as the property will be redeveloped and

         22  rents will be restructured upward, the tenants in

         23  place will not have to bear the burden of those

         24  increased rents and they will not have to bear the

         25  burden of those increased rents for the rest of
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          2  their lives.

          3                 This is an arrangement that I think

          4  is fair to those tenants who have suffered the years

          5  in which that property was in severe neglect, but at

          6  the same time allows for the property to be

          7  developed in a way that will be beneficial to the

          8  community.

          9                 So, thank you very much for the

         10  opportunity to vote.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you.

         12                 Council Member Barron, how do you

         13  vote on the agenda?

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Thank you very

         15  much for keeping the vote open, and reconvening. I

         16  vote aye on all items.
