City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD):

1) pursuant to Article 16 of the General Municipal Law of New York State for:

a) the designation of property located at 73-77 Wolcott Street and 84 Dikeman Street (Block 576, Lots 15, 22, 23 and 49), as an Urban Development Action Area (the “Area”); and

b) an Urban Development Action Area Project for such area (the “Project”); and

2) pursuant to Section 197-c of the New York City Charter for the disposition of such property to a developer selected by HPD.
