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          2                 Thank you very much.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gioia.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER GONZALEZ: Aye on all.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Madam Public

         10  Advocate, I ask leave to just explain my vote, and

         11  to echo the comments made by Council Member Gerson.

         12  The two State and Federal Legislation bills that we

         13  vote on today to alienate the park land for the

         14  Second Avenue Subway, and the South Ferry Subway

         15  Station, is an incredibly good thing to do. It's a

         16  smart thing to do, and it's the right thing to do.

         17  Fortunately, although there was a battle of

         18  political wills, the end result is an improved plan

         19  for all, and the fact that these very critical

         20  projects will move forward, and it's a great moment,

         21  and it will be a great moment for public

         22  transportation, especially for the people from

         23  Staten Island who have no means to get into the rest

         24  of the City by public transportation, except for the

         25  Staten Island Ferry, and the connection at the South
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          2  Ferry Terminal, and I, therefore, am very proud and

          3  pleased that the process has worked, although it was

          4  a bumpy road. And I vote aye on all items.

         22                 SPEAKER MILLER: All items are

         25                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Supplemental
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          2  Discussion of Resolutions.

          3                 Supplemental Resolutions.

          4                 Resolution 154, which is opposing

          5  Governor Pataki's recent cuts to public assistance

          6  spending.

          7                 All in favor?

          8                 Opposed?

          9                 Adopted.

         10                 Reso 155-A. Calling on the

         11  appropriate Committee of the Council to hold an

         12  oversight hearing on the use of fair hearing process

         13  to challenge HRA use of sanctions on persons who

         14  seek and receive public assistance.

         15                 All in favor?

         16                 Opposed?

         17                 Adopted.

         18                 We're voting to file Resolution 248.

         19                 SPEAKER MILLER: No, no. We just filed

         20  the one we voted to file, now we're voting for

         21  Resolution 248.

         22                 Just say Res 248.

         23                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: The last one

         24  is 248.

         25                 SPEAKER MILLER: All in favor?
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          2                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: This is to

          3  adopt --

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN: Madam Public

          5  Advocate, I'd like to speak on that reso.

          6                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Which one?

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN: 248.

          8                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: You can't

          9  speak. You didn't put your request in. Where are

         10  you?

         11                 Oh, yes, he did put it in. Yes, he

         12  did. I'm sorry.

         13                 SPEAKER MILLER: We're in the votes.

         14  We had discussion before.

         15                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: No, no.

         16  David did put his request in. He did put his request

         17  in when Council Member Rivera was here, and then he

         18  came up to remind me. He is accurate.

         19                 One minute.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN: I urge my

         21  colleagues to support Reso 248, which calls upon the

         22  State Senate to follow the actions of the State

         23  Assembly in passing Senate Bill 5329, also known as

         24  Timothy's Law.

         25                 This bill will create parity between
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          2  physical and mental health availability to all New

          3  Yorkers.

          4                 In New York State mental health

          5  coverage is being cast as a step child in the

          6  overall world of health services.

          7                 This inequity was tragically

          8  highlighted by the tragic death of young Timothy

          9  O'Clare.

         10                 Timothy's Law is unique because it

         11  cries out for immediate action. The need for action

         12  became all the more necessary after I met Tom

         13  O'Clare, Timothy's father.

         14                 Our conversations consisted of one

         15  father talking to another. We both understood what

         16  happened, and we shared no doubt as what had to be

         17  done.

         18                 No parent ever should lose a child.

         19  This legislation is clear and simple. It establishes

         20  for providing parity and care between physical and

         21  mental health treatment, the current discriminatory

         22  practice that views mental health --

         23                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Time.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN:-- Is not fair.

         25  I urge my colleagues to support this resolution.
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          2                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Okay, all in

          3  favor?

          4                 Opposed.

          5                 Adopted.

          6                 Supplemental General Discussion.

          7                 SPEAKER MILLER: Margarita, do you

          8  want to say something?

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: I want to point

         10  out that resolution 248 is a very serious problem we

         11  have in the City of New York, because the State also

         12  has decided to impose capitation and caps on mental

         13  health services for the people of the City of New

         14  York.

         15                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council

         16  Member, you're out of order because you didn't give

         17  us your name. Sorry.

         18                 SPEAKER MILLER: No, this is General

         19  Discussion. You can call on her, she can speak.

         20  General Discussion.

         21                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Can she go

         22  back on a reso that's already been passed?

         23                 SPEAKER MILLER: She can talk on

         24  anything that she wants.

         25                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Sorry. I'm
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          2  very sorry, Council Member Lopez. You get a minute

          3  and 45 seconds.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: I just wanted

          5  to address the same issue in which the resolution we

          6  passed in regard of private insurance that do not

          7  allow mental health services to be provided to

          8  people.

          9                 This is the same issue with Medicaid

         10  and Medicare in the City of New York.

         11                 The Governor have decided to put cops

         12  on that --

         13                 SPEAKER MILLER: Can I have a point --

         14  can you give us a moment, Council Member Lopez?

         15                 Council Member Lopez is discussing

         16  mental health services and the quality for people in

         17  this City and in this State. This is a matter of

         18  importance and I know everybody has a lot of work to

         19  do here, but we're having a Stated Council Meeting

         20  and this is a good moment for everybody to just take

         21  a moment, give Council Member Lopez back her time,

         22  let her have her general discussion and then we're

         23  going to continue with our meeting.

         24                 When the meeting is over, there will

         25  be plenty of time for everybody here to hang out and
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          2  talk and chat about all the kinds of things they

          3  want to chat about as we go forward, but we're still

          4  conducting serious business here, so let's please be

          5  respectful to one another.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: I just want to

          7  call the attention to my colleagues that we have a

          8  system in place under Medicaid expenditures that do

          9  not allow people to be able to receive mental health

         10  services in this City of ours, and it's called

         11  something cap and capitation on dollars for mental

         12  health and substance abuse.

         13                 Then the same problem we have on the

         14  private sector in regard of the law that we just

         15  passed a resolution on Timothy Law, we have it on

         16  Medicaid also, and a double-standard and I'll simply

         17  put it, bigotry attached to giving services to

         18  people who suffer from mental illness, and we should

         19  not accept this which will eliminate this notion

         20  from the Governor that he's entitled to do this, to

         21  dollars on Medicaid not allowing us to provide

         22  adequate mental health services to everyone in New

         23  York City. Thank you.

         24                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Thank you,

         25  Council Member.
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          2                 Council Member Perkins.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Pass.

          4                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council

          5  Member Comrie.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Pass.

          7                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council

          8  Member Jackson.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Thank you,

         10  Madam Public Advocate.

         11                 My colleagues, I rise to bring your

         12  attention to the CFE litigation. As you know, the

         13  deadline is July 30th, and from all indications the

         14  State Legislature is going to end their session

         15  tomorrow. So, I urge all of you to please reach out

         16  to your members of the State Assembly and State

         17  Senate and also to reach out to Governor Pataki and

         18  Mayor Bloomberg, to ask them to please do not end

         19  the session without coming up with a formula for our

         20  kids.

         21                 We have asked for a $2.5 billion as a

         22  downpayment of a $9.5 billion overall plan, over the

         23  course of five years. And as you know, our Children

         24  in New York City are suffering and are in deep need,

         25  and we must put pressure now at the end of the
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          2  session in order to ensure that our children receive

          3  the funds that they need to receive an adequate

          4  education.

          5                 Thanks.

          6                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council

          7  Member Perkins.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Thank you

          9  very much, Madam Chairperson.

         10                 I want to just take a moment to

         11  commend my colleagues, particularly Larry Seabrook,

         12  Charles Barron, and others who are part of this

         13  extraordinary day that was sponsored by the Black,

         14  Latino and Asian Caucus, as we march for jobs, for

         15  jobs for New Yorkers who are a part of the so-called

         16  structurally unemployed and it recognizes that this

         17  Council is on record in support of addressing that

         18  problem.

         19                 We're proud that this Council is on

         20  record in support of that. We recognize that it is a

         21  band-aid for what really is a problem that requires

         22  major surgery, but we are hopeful that the example

         23  used by the Council will be followed by other levels

         24  of government, particularly on the national level,

         25  as well as in the private sector, as well as in the
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          2  not-for-profit foundation sector, as a way of moving

          3  this problem to a conclusion in which all New

          4  Yorkers are working.

          5                 Thank you.

          6                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Supplemental
