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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I want to thank you

          3  all for your patience. As you know, we were trying

          4  to work out one of the rezonings, and the same

          5  respect that everyone in this room and the same time

          6  that everybody in this room wants when it comes to

          7  projects in their district, we're trying to give to

          8  someone else.

          9                 So, I do apologize that it was so

         10  late, but we are moving forward with the rest of the

         11  agenda right now and I thank you for waiting.

         12                 Intro 369, 20045623 LLY. This is in

         13  Council Member Felder's district, but it's a

         14  Citywide agenda item regarding two bus lines that

         15  are not subsidized by the City of New York that need

         16  a postponement on their operating authority, an

         17  extension of their operating authority.

         18                 LU No. 146, 20045399 TCX, is in

         19  Council Member Provenzano's district, as far as

         20  sidewalk cafe for TP Restaurant Group. We're going

         21  to discuss it in a moment. That is going to be a

         22  motion to disapprove.

         23                 LU No. 180, 20045412 TCQ, Council

         24  Member Vallone's district for a sidewalk cafe for

         25  Tulsac Corporation on Ditmars Boulevard.
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          2                 LU 190, 20045533 TCX, that is also

          3  going to be a motion to disapprove. It is in Council

          4  Member Provenzano's district.

          5                 LU No. 191. 20045473 TCK. It is a

          6  sidewalk cafe in Council Member Reyna's district.

          7                 LU No. 185 and LU No. 186. C040124

          8  ZMK. C040125 PPK. It is a rezoning in Council Member

          9  Boyland's district. A zoning map change, and a

         10  disposition of five lots.

         11                 LU No. 85 in Council Member Jackson's

         12  district. C040032 HAM. It is a disposition for the

         13  development of Flaylot Garden Accessory to an

         14  adjacent residential building.

         15                 LU Nos 65, 66, 68 and 124. Council

         16  Member Gerson's district for 65, Council Member Vann

         17  and James' district for 124. This Committee is

         18  pulling up at the recommendation and approval of the

         19  Subcommittee Chair Miguel Martinez, Council Member

         20  Perkins' project and Council Member Jennings' UDAAP.

         21  Council Member Perkins' UDAAP has been withdrawn.

         22  There will be a motion to file on that. Council

         23  Member Jennings will be a motion to approve.

         24                 LU No 147, 148, 149, 150, 151, 152,

         25  153, 154, 155, 156, 157, 158, 159, 160, 61, 162,
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          2  163, 164 and 165 are all motions or applications

          3  that deal with the Downtown Brooklyn rezoning that

          4  will be voted upon by the Subcommittee on Monday at

          5  1:30 and then by the full standing committee after

          6  that. It is delayed.

          7                 Open for discussion.

          8                 Council Member Felder.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: I just wanted

         10  to thank the Committee, subcommittee and of course

         11  Land Use Committees, for hopefully approving the

         12  extension for the private bus company known in the

         13  neighborhood has Williamsburg bus company that

         14  transports people back and forth from Borough Park

         15  to Williamsburg in about 22 minutes. That's

         16  depending on the bus driver. And it's a wonderful

         17  service at a very, very reasonable rate, and we're

         18  very much appreciative of the extension.

         19                 Thank you.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes. I, too, would

         21  like to support what Council Member Felder said and

         22  also make clear to the Committee that this is the

         23  bus lines that are not subsidized by the City, and

         24  that was the difference between this and the other

         25  ones that we have been dealing with with the MTA.
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          2                 Also, Council reminds me that for

          3  Council Member Jennings' UDAAP, LU No. 68, it was a

          4  garden, there was a community garden there which was

          5  the issue. The Administration obviously has given it

          6  an alternative site pursuant to what is required by

          7  law, and it seems to be working out very well for

          8  that community. That is going to be a motion to

          9  approve.

         10                 Any other discussion?

         11                 Please call the roll.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Ma'am, just a

         13  question, I'm a little slow on the uptake here.

         14                 Just a question, I don't see

         15  Councilman Jennings here. Has he indicated he has no

         16  objection to this?

         17                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Council Member

         18  Jennings indicated to us that his objection is based

         19  on the park, and the fact that there was a community

         20  garden there, that has since been dealt with by the

         21  Administration.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Have you

         23  communicated with him since?

         24                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Gail has spoken

         25  with him. Our understanding is that was his only
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          2  issue. Other than that, I have no idea. But when a

          3  Council member talks to us about the issues that

          4  they have in their district on a UDAAP, we make sure

          5  that that issue has been dealt with.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Well, you

          7  know, it's probably okay. But wouldn't it be

          8  appropriate to call him and say, you know, are you

          9  okay on this now once his concern has been allayed

         10  or addressed?

         11                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: We can't meet here

         12  at 1:30 on Monday. There's another room.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Madam

         14  Chairwoman, you could use my district office, if

         15  you'd like.

         16                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: There was the

         17  extensive garden litigation that involved the

         18  gardeners, the City, and the Attorney General who

         19  was championing the gardeners. There was a, in the

         20  consent decree there was an extensive system that

         21  was laid out for any development that was to occur

         22  or not occur on any community garden. In this

         23  particular case, this garden fell into the area of

         24  the fact that development could occur if the person

         25  who was legally recognized as the head of the
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          2  garden, and the other gardeners agreed to an

          3  alternative site. HPD did very extensive work with

          4  the gardeners, and they found an alternative site

          5  for them and the gardeners are happy and they have

          6  signed off on all of that so that the garden could

          7  be moved.

          8                 The Councilman has been provided with

          9  all of this information and the contact person.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Council Member

         11  Miguel Martinez.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Also, in

         13  terms of your concern, Council Member Koppell,

         14  Councilman Jennings was okay with the agreement that

         15  was made between the City and the gardening group,

         16  and he did indicate that he wanted to be the one to

         17  make the announcement and inform of the agreement

         18  that was made. So, he is in fact okay with the

         19  agreement that was made.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Okay. All right,

         21  any other discussion?

         22                 Okay, Council Member Barron.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: I have to run,

         24  can I vote aye on all items?

         25                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: We're going to vote
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          2  right now.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Oh, okay.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I love when I don't

          5  have to say a word. Okay, all right let's vote.

          6                 We are going to do a motion to

          7  approve for the entire agenda, except LU No. 146 and

          8  LU No. 190.

          9                 Call the roll.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Katz.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Aye on all.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: Nelson.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Aye on all.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Quinn.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Aye on all.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Avella.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: Aye.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK: Baez.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye on all,

         20  except LU No. 146 --

         21                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: It's not part of

         22  the agenda right now. We're coming back to it.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Barron.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Aye on all.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gioia.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Aye on all.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Koppell.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Aye on all.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Martinez.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Aye.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK: McMahon.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Aye on all.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye on all.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gentile.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER GENTILE: Aye on all.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: Palma.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER PALMA: Aye.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Aye.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Felder.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Aye.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of 15 in the

         20  affirmative, zero in the negative, no abstentions,

         21  all items are adopted.

         22                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Okay, motion to

         23  disapprove. Council Member Felder, motion to

         24  disapprove LU No. 146, LU No. 190.

         25                 Just for everyone's own mindset, the
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          2  Council member is in disapproval of this project.

          3  The applicant came here to testify. It is the

          4  Chair's opinion, as well as the Subcommittee Chair

          5  at the recommendation that this should be turned

          6  down pursuant to the testimony that was given.

          7                 So, call the roll. To disapprove. A

          8  yes vote is a disapproval.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Could I just

         10  ask the Chair, these are two sidewalk cafes?

         11                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: And just to

         13  understand the basis for the recommendation?

         14                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: The recommendation

         15  was based on quite a few things.

         16                 Number one, the applicant is the same

         17  on both sidewalks. There are various, I mean

         18  numerous violations over the last eight to ten

         19  years. In addition, there was about four or five

         20  outstanding violations on the day of the

         21  application.

         22                 In addition, the application process

         23  was also warped because the architectural designs

         24  weren't exactly what the sidewalk cafe actually

         25  looked like.
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          2                 There were bus stops missing. There

          3  were things like that.

          4                 We have recommended to the applicant

          5  that he fix all the violations and come back and

          6  reapply.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Thank you.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Katz.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Aye.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Nelson.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Aye.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: Quinn.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Aye.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Avella.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: Aye.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Baez.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK: Barron.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: I vote yes.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Please don't go.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Aye.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Aye.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER GENTILE: Aye.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I want to thank the

         18  Committee members again for being so patient. Before

         19  a lot of you showed up today, at this moment I thank

         20  everyone saying that, you know, in everyone's

         21  district there are issues that are very important to

         22  them, and obviously the same time and effort that we

         23  give to everyone will be shared by the entire

         24  Committee or for the entire Committee.

         25                 So, I thank you for being so patient.
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          2                 Also, it's the 16th floor conference

          3  room on Monday. It is not here. It is 16th. 1:30.

          4  Zoning is 1:30, Committee on Land Use will be right

          5  after that.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote on the motion

          7  to disapprove LU 146 --

          8                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: The Committee is in
