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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Can we ask the

          3  members downstairs to please come up and join us, if

          4  you can do that for me?

          5                 Let's start the Committee meeting. It

          6  will be a very brief Committee meeting. A lot of the

          7  agreements and work have been done in order to get

          8  us to this point today. I want to thank those folks

          9  that were able to get here on time and I know it was

         10  really tough for everybody in the room. It was a

         11  very novel day. A little flood and New York City

         12  shuts down. I know everybody went through a lot to

         13  get here. I thank you for that.

         14                 Very quick agenda. 20055020HKK, it is

         15  the landmarking of Avenue H, Subway Stop in Council

         16  Member Stewart's district. LU No. 103 -- let me just

         17  have some order just for one minute. This meeting

         18  will go very quickly. There is two items, LU No. 103

         19  and LU No. 104 in Council Member Gerson's district.

         20  It is 200 Chambers Street. It is to related,

         21  applications of UDAAP designation and a disposition

         22  and also a special permit for height and set back

         23  regulations. It's for a mixed- use building, 29

         24  stories, 434 apartments. There is going to be a

         25  community swimming pool and retail uses.
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          2                 LU No. 213, Council Member Quinn's

          3  district, 20045688HKM. It is for the landmarking of

          4  the Wilbraham Building on West 30th Street. LU No.

          5  216, Council Member Lanza's district, C040206ZMR. It

          6  is in the southern Great Kills. It is re- zoning to

          7  preserve the one and two family characteristics in

          8  the low- density area that it is in. Great Kills, LU

          9  No. 217, C040189ZMR. It is also in Council Member

         10  Lanza's district, also to preserve the

         11  characteristics of the low- density areas for one

         12  and two family homes.

         13                 LU No., 170, 175, the UDAAP's 170,

         14  175 and 176, has been filed pursuant to withdraw by

         15  the agency. LU No. 179 and LU No. 239 as well has

         16  been withdrawn and filed. We're only passing out of

         17  Committee today, 170, 175 and 179. Any discussion on

         18  the items? Committee members? Council Member Gerson.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER GERSON: Madam Chair,

         20  fellow colleagues, thank you very, very much. I will

         21  be brief. The vote on the two matters pertaining to

         22  Council District 1, cumulates what has been

         23  practically a year of what to put it mildly, heated

         24  discussion with the Administration on both ULURP and

         25  nonULURP issues pertaining to this development. We
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          2  have reached and I am happy to report that we have

          3  reached an agreement in principal on the whole

          4  ranges of issues pertaining to the future of that

          5  portion of our district including the ULURP items.

          6  Including the community facility which the Chair

          7  mentioned on the side and including a variety of

          8  other community needs, environmental protection and

          9  affordable housing.

         10                 It is without going into details of

         11  the interest of time, it is on the basis of that

         12  agreement in principal which I expect will be signed

         13  later today that I request and I urge the Committee

         14  to adopt the ULURP applications before the Committee

         15  at this session. I just want to conclude by thanking

         16  my colleagues, all of you. And by thanking the

         17  Chair, Council Member Katz, the staff, of course, of

         18  our Land Use Department and also the Chair of the

         19  Subcommittee Miguel Martinez, which heard this issue

         20  yesterday. Without your support, guidance, steadfast

         21  support indeed to our community, the agreement and

         22  this ULURP action would not be possible. I

         23  respectfully request that the Committee vote yes on

         24  the matters before it today pertaining to these

         25  applications. Thank you very much.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Council Member

          3  McMahon.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER MCMAHON: Madam

          5  Chairwoman, if I could just mention on LU 216 and

          6  217 which are down zonings in Council Member Lanza's

          7  district. I just wanted the record to reflect that

          8  there was a torrential downpour this morning and

          9  then traffic was very bad coming in. Public

         10  transportation, the subways and buses were very bad

         11  coming in. I just talked to Council Member Lanza and

         12  he was on his way in and his car broke down in

         13  Brooklyn. I actually saw him on the highway before

         14  that happened. So I know he was on his way in. I

         15  know he wants to be here. I think the record should

         16  reflect --

         17                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: You could have

         18  picked him up.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER MCMAHON: I don't want

         20  anyone to think that I take party affiliation

         21  seriously. But as I've said before, where I came

         22  from in Staten Island, politics is very serious. I

         23  will cover him for the record here. But given that

         24  he is a Republican, I will not pick him up and bring

         25  him in. Because who knows what else they can do when
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          2  they get here. I do know that it is something that

          3  he's worked very hard on. We're all aware of that. I

          4  just want the record to reflect that is the

          5  situation.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: And we appreciate

          7  that. We do know that Council Member Lanza worked

          8  very hard. In fact, he was the applicant on one of

          9  the applications and a co- applicant on the other. I

         10  know that he has worked very hard to get it to this

         11  day. Thank you for your comments.

         12                 Just a one side note. Any other

         13  comments? Just one side, also on the LU 103 and 104,

         14  appeal on Land Use application items, this is a very

         15  good project. It is a UDAAP and designation and

         16  disposition and a special permit for the height and

         17  setback regulations on the Land Use aspects of this

         18  application. We want to thank the Administration for

         19  the work that they did and also the staff to make

         20  sure that we got to this day. To be able to pass it

         21  out of Committee on the Subcommittee's

         22  recommendation. No further comment, we'll call the

         23  roll.
