TITLE:
In relation to the promulgation of Department of Buildings Legal, Administrative, Operational and Technical Policy and Procedure Notices.

CITY CHARTER:
Amends paragraph (a) of subdivision (5) of section 1041.
BACKGROUND AND INTENT:
The Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Madeline Provenzano, has convened to consider Int. No. 447.  The Committee expects to hear testimony from representatives of the Department of Buildings (DOB), the real estate industry, and other persons interested in this legislation.

Int. No. 447 would expand the definition of “Rule” to include Legal, Administrative, Operational and Technical Policy and Procedure Notices promulgated by the Department of Buildings so that these notices would be subject to the Citywide Administrative Procedure Act (CAPA) found at §§ 1041 to 1047 of the New York City Charter.  In effect, the issuance of and any changes to these notices would be subject to public notice and review in accordance with the CAPA process.

The provisions of this local law would take effect immediately.
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
