TITLE:
In relation to revenues and expenditures of the department of buildings for plan examinations and applications for certificates of occupancy.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends Title 27 by amending section 26-110.

BACKGROUND AND INTENT:
The Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Madeline Provenzano, has convened to consider Int. No. 448.  The Committee expects to hear testimony from representatives of the Department of Buildings (DOB), the real estate industry, and other persons interested in this legislation.

Int. No. 448 would establish new reporting requirements concerning the revenue and expenditures of the Department of Buildings with regards to plan examinations and applications for certificates of occupancy.  The Commissioner of Buildings would be required to report on March 15th and September 15th of every year the amount of revenue collected and the amount of expenditures made with respect to the aforementioned activities.  The reports shall be delivered to the Speaker and the City Comptroller and shall be made available to the general public.

Should either of these reports show that the amount of expenditures by the Department of Buildings be less than 90 percent of the revenue collected by the Department, then the Commissioner of Buildings shall order that either (i) all fees charged for plan examinations and for a certificate of occupancy, pursuant to Articles 9 of and 22 of Subchapter 1 of Chapter 1 of Title 27 of the Administrative Code, respectively, be reduced so that the anticipated revenues match the anticipated expenditures for the following six months; or (ii) expenditures be raised so that all anticipated expenditures match anticipated revenues.

The provisions of this local law would take effect immediately.
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
