	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York and the New York city charter, in relation to gifts by lobbyists.

	Summary of Legislation: Int. No. 191-A adds a new subchapter 3 to chapter 2 of title 3 of the administrative code, which among other things prohibits gifts by lobbyists to public servants.  The legislation references and incorporates the definition of “public servant” in section 19-2601 of the City Charter, and defines the term “lobbyist” in instances in which the lobbyist is an individual and in those in which the lobbyist is an organization.  The legislation mandates enforcement “consistent with investigations and adjudications of conflicts of interest…” and provides for both criminal and civil penalties in the event of knowing and willful violation.  The legislation compels the Conflicts of Interest Board to adopt rules in consultation with the Clerk to ensure implementation, “including rules defining prohibited gifts and exceptions including de minimis gifts, gifts to the City…and “gifts from family members and close personal friends on family or social occasions…”



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 180 days after its enactment, provided that, upon enactment of this local law, the relevant city agencies shall take all necessary steps, including but not limited to the promulgation of forms and rules, to ensure the prompt implementation of this local law upon its effective date.
