TITLE:
AN ACT in relation to authorizing the public sale of taxicab licenses in the city of New York 

BACKGROUND:

According to the Mayor’s Memorandum in Support (“MIS”), this legislation would authorize the City of New York to enact a local law for the issuance of up to one hundred fifty new taxicab licenses by the New York City Taxi and Limousine Commission (“TLC”).  The TLC would issue these licenses by public sale after promulgating rules specifying the terms and procedures of such sale.  These new licenses would be restricted to vehicles that are accessible to individuals with disabilities.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Section 1 of this bill would allow the City of New York by local law to authorize the New York City Taxi and Limousine Commission (“TLC”), or its successor agency, to issue up to one hundred fifty taxicab licenses in addition to those already issued.  These additional licenses shall be issued by public sale, shall be fully transferable, and shall be restricted to vehicles that are accessible to individuals with disabilities.  The bill further provides that this local law would require the TLC, or its successor agency, to prescribe by regulation the procedure for issuance and public sale of the additional taxicab licenses, whether by public auction, sealed bids or another competitive process.


Section 2 of this bill provides that this legislation would take effect immediately.
