	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to multiple purchases of firearms and the prevention of firearms trafficking.

	Summary of Legislation: “Int. No. 364 prohibits dealers of firearms, rifles or shotguns from selling or otherwise disposing of more than one such item to any individual in any given transaction and prohibits them from selling any such item to any individual the dealer knows or should know purchased one within the prior 90 days.  The legislation would also prohibit the purchase of more than one such item within 90 days; require dealers to make a reasonable effort to ascertain the most recent date of acquisition if such items were purchased by a person licensed by an authority other than the New York City Police Department (NYPD); and mandate that dealers document their believed reasons for any exceptions or exemptions.  Lastly, in addition to penalties already contained in section 10-310 of the law, “any act or omission that constitutes a violation of this section or of the rules and regulations issued by the Police Commissioner shall be grounds for the revocation of a [dealers] license…” 



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 120 days following its enactment into law, provided that, prior to such effective date, the police commissioner shall promulgate such rules and take such other actions as are necessary to its timely implementation.
