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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: They did the

          3  Subcommittee vote, so I'm simply, because it's been

          4  a long morning for everyone, we're going to do a

          5  motion to approve two items.

          6                 One is the OEM site selection. Site

          7  selection for 930 Flushing Avenue for a warehouse

          8  storage facility for OEM. The other one is a

          9  resolution calling on the New York Congressional

         10  Delegation and all the members of Congress.

         11                 If I can have some order just for a

         12  moment.

         13                 Calling on Congress to oppose several

         14  bills introduced into the 109th Congress, which

         15  would severely undermine community programming, and

         16  the implementation of universal, affordable, broad

         17  band access.

         18                 I have a motion to approve.

         19                 Call the roll.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Katz.

         21                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Aye on both.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Rivera.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: Madam Chair,

         24  if I can be excused to explain my vote on the OME?

         25                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: Okay, thank

          3  you.

          4                 We've been discussing this project

          5  for a little bit, a little while now, and I think I

          6  would like to take the opportunity to commend Diana

          7  Reyna on her hard work, because since the inception,

          8  she's really been on top of this very strongly. And

          9  when they first went and proposed a 25-year lease,

         10  she was adamant that that was something that could

         11  not be tolerated, and I would like to commend her

         12  for her efforts to get it down to a seven-year

         13  lease, which is something that brings it in line

         14  with some of the other retail spots that are

         15  currently there, so that way she could move forward

         16  with the vision of getting future retail.

         17                 I do believe that there is a greater

         18  community benefit to OEM wherever it goes, because

         19  they are part of our first response team and part of

         20  our long-term viability infrastructure. So, I think

         21  we always have to be mindful that projects of this

         22  magnitude are very difficult to site because of the

         23  100,000 square feet requirement, but it's something

         24  that we always must site because it's something that

         25  will help protect citizens of our City and residents

          2  of our City.

          3                 I'm in support of the project for a

          4  couple of factors. One, because Diana is obviously

          5  in support of it now. But I'm also in support of it

          6  because we have to be in support of certain things,

          7  PD, FDNY, and OEM. Because we all remember 9/11, we

          8  all remember the blackout, we all remember the

          9  Anthrax scares, and we always have to look forward

         10  on how to better protect our City.

         11                 So, I just wanted to commend all

         12  parties involved. I think this is a worthwhile

         13  project, and I vote aye. Thank you.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Avella.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: Aye on all.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Baez.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye on all.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK: Barron.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Aye on all.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK: Clarke.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: Madam Chair,

         22  may I just take a moment to speak on the issue of

         23  this OEM?

         24                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: I want to say
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          2  that, first of all, we're all indebted to Council

          3  Member Reyna, and the people of the 34th District,

          4  because they have truly sacrificed.

          5                 I don't think we should just sort of

          6  blow this situation over because their dreams are

          7  clearly being deferred here. You know, clearly being

          8  deferred here. I'm glad we waited for Council Member

          9  Reyna to come and state her position. And I think

         10  that we need to be very clear going forward in the

         11  future, that if a Council Member who has an affected

         12  district has something to say, that they're given an

         13  opportunity to say it before we vote. You know, I

         14  think that has to be a rule, no matter what. No

         15  matter what. And we need to pledge that to one

         16  another. I don't care how long we have to wait,

         17  quite frankly. We waited all day, we can wait a

         18  couple more minutes. The woman came up huffing and

         19  puffing, trying to make her statement today, and it

         20  would have really been a shame if she didn't have an

         21  opportunity to do so.

         22                 So, that's the point that I got from

         23  what Council Member Barron said.

         24                 She had a more vibrant vision for her

         25  community, one with economic viability and
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          2  development, and I think that's what we all aspire

          3  for our communities. And while I recognize that OEM

          4  needs a warehouse space, I don't think that this

          5  community should be burdened in perpetuity with this

          6  type of use of space. We're all looking at the

          7  redevelopment and the evolution of our districts,

          8  and that's why Council Member Reyna was elected, to

          9  pursue that vision on behalf of her constituents.

         10                 So, I just wanted to put on the

         11  record that I support the work that Council Member

         12  Reyna had done, in working with this Administration

         13  to pursue that vision. I hope that we will be just

         14  as active in helping her to pursue that, because

         15  ultimately none of us would want an OEM warehouse in

         16  our communities, particularly in a community that

         17  has been disadvantaged for so long, as Council

         18  Member Reyna's district.

         19                 Having said that, Council Member

         20  Reyna has suggested that we have an aye vote here. I

         21  vote aye with the caveat, with the caveat that, one,

         22  we never, ever pursue a vote without a member,

         23  unless that member is sick, unavailable and has

         24  stated that they didn't want to make a statement,

         25  that we pursue it but without their presence and

          2  their statement on the record.

          3                 And that, two, we will all commit

          4  ourselves, those who will be in tenure here beyond

          5  the rest of us, to make sure that the Mayor's

          6  Office, and whatever the Council Member has worked

          7  through and this body has worked through on behalf

          8  of the people of the 34th District is pursued with

          9  all vigor.

         10                 Thank you very much, Madam Chair.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: Comrie.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Permission to

         13  explain my vote?

         14                 Thank you, Madam Chair.

         15                 I want to agree with Council Member

         16  Oddo's statement of earlier, what is a Citywide

         17  project. I've been here long enough to know that

         18  there have been other projects that were voted over

         19  the members' objections. The shovel hasn't hit the

         20  ground yet. Specifically the project in now Council

         21  Member Dickens district, and Council Member Perkins

         22  fought against, and there has been absolutely no

         23  development on that particular site.

         24                 So, we need to be very careful about

         25  how we vote and we always need to make sure that we
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          2  have the input from the Council Member that's

          3  affected. So, I agree with Council Member Clarke's

          4  statement.

          5                 That being said, you know, when we

          6  did have the public hearing, I did ask why isn't OEM

          7  buying a property. Why can't the City invest in

          8  something that's so sorely needed on a permanent

          9  basis, if the need is not going to go away, and

         10  security needs are not going to go away.

         11                 And I think that what the City needs

         12  to do within this next few years is work on finding

         13  a permanent site that they can buy. Because prices

         14  are not going down. I still don't understand that.

         15                 You know, that being said, the vision

         16  that Council Member Reyna articulated and showed on

         17  paper at the hearing was pretty involved, and it

         18  should not be ignored. The only thing that it didn't

         19  have was the technical schematics, but it definitely

         20  had the idea for the upzoning. And working with

         21  zoning codes that now exist. Not zoning codes that

         22  are going to be made up in the future.

         23                 So, for anybody to say they're just

         24  going to take four years or five years to develop a

         25  plan with zoning -- I'll wait. I'll wait.
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          2                 -- With zoning regulations that are

          3  already on the books, with the plan it makes

          4  inherent sense, that it should take four years to

          5  get done doesn't make sense to me.

          6                 And I think that now that she's

          7  worked hard to get commitments to make sure that

          8  that is a priority and a focus, we need to again, as

          9  I said, support her in that effort.

         10                 So, I want to congratulate her for

         11  fighting to make sure that her vision is realized.

         12                 I know that everybody is talking

         13  about OEM, but I want to say a couple of words on

         14  Resolution 136-A, because that's a critical

         15  resolution that members are not looking at.

         16                 Now, I was here for that hearing

         17  also, and that hearing really illuminated the point

         18  that if we allow the Congress to allow telephone

         19  companies to solely pick their own build-outs for

         20  cable, we're going to lose public access TV, because

         21  cable, the cable companies are going to say why do

         22  we need to continue to do public access when the

         23  other people that are building out high-speed

         24  networks don't have to? It's ridiculous that we're

         25  going to allow one person be more burdened and more
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          2  regulated than the other when they're both building

          3  out the same type of infrastructure, which is

          4  high-speed access for the community.

          5                 If cable has to do it and public

          6  access TV is truly government at its best, including

          7  Channel 74. We would lose that, which all of my

          8  constituents, to my surprise, watch on a regular

          9  basis. I don't know why they watch it, but they do,

         10  you know? And clearly other opportunities for public

         11  access for people that have local community issues,

         12  if that's taken away from constituents because

         13  Congress -- yes, I'm not wrapping it up. I'm just

         14  getting started. I'm just kidding.

         15                 But if Congress votes this

         16  telecommunications act to give the phone companies a

         17  benefit over the cable companies, we will lose truly

         18  a public opportunity for democracy to reign.

         19                 So, I hope that we all contact our

         20  local Council members, and make sure that this

         21  resolution -- Congress members, and make sure --

         22  with all this talking in the background, it's hard.

         23  My colleagues are a bit out of it today. We need to

         24  get refocused. But I'll wait.

         25                 Again, I hadn't finished speaking,
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          2  Madam Chair.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I apologize.

          4                 I would like to just, and I am guilty

          5  of this as well, so I apologize, there's a whole

          6  bunch of stuff going on here, but I would like to

          7  get some order and everyone can give the respect to

          8  their colleague that he deserves, including myself,

          9  and I thank you.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Again, I think

         11  this is a very critical resolution that needs to be

         12  championed by the Council down in the Congress.

         13                 So, we need to reach out to our

         14  federal representatives and find out exactly what

         15  they're up to that they would want to put a

         16  resolution like this, or a congressional bill like

         17  this that would eliminate public access.

         18                 I vote aye on both.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Please continue the

         20  roll.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Dilan.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER DILAN: Aye on all, but

         23  only because Diana said so.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gioia.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: I'd like to
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          2  have a moment to explain my vote, Madam Chair?

          3                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Thank you very

          5  much.

          6                 I want to thank to thank Council

          7  Member Reyna for her tremendous leadership on this

          8  issue. I think it's incumbent on all of us to make

          9  sure that what Diana is concerned about, her

         10  concerns are carefully watched over the next few

         11  years.

         12                 It's heartening to see a member care

         13  so much about her district, and fight so tenaciously

         14  for it, and I think it really is very important that

         15  we make sure that the other side of City Hall takes

         16  those concerns as seriously as she does. And I'd

         17  also like to thank both Chairs for working so hard

         18  on the resolution for this matter.

         19                 With that in mind, I vote yes. Thank

         20  you.

         21                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Let me have the

         22  Chair's prerogative just for a second. Just to put

         23  on the record very quickly, because it was intimated

         24  that they might wait the seven years. We can't catch

         25  eyes with the Administration right now because Gale
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          2  is standing between me and her. Oh, she's not there

          3  right now.

          4                 But just so you know, the letter from

          5  Dan Doctoroff does not say that the Administration

          6  is going to wait the seven years. This look at the

          7  rezoning and the work with the landlords and work

          8  with the Council member will occur at the same time.

          9  So it will happen -- Patrick? Patrick? It's a yes. I

         10  just want to make that clear for the record, we are

         11  not waiting in order to do the rezoning. It is going

         12  to be looked at as soon as we have an application.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: Jackson.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: May I be

         15  excused to explain my vote?

         16                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: From the

         18  beginning I was very concerned that my colleague

         19  Diana Reyna of Brooklyn, and I talked to her about

         20  some issues and concerns that she had, and I've

         21  expressed the fact that it's important to me as a

         22  colleague to ensure that my colleague, and their

         23  concerns and needs are met to the extent possible.

         24                 And I understand that I missed

         25  earlier her comments where she agreed to support the
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          2  project. And I'm happy to hear that because overall

          3  I prefer when there is a win/win situation and not

          4  have to choose between my colleague and the City of

          5  New York.

          6                 Knowing that she has agreed to the

          7  project with whatever agreements that have been

          8  made, then I can honestly and forthrightly say that

          9  I vote aye on both matters, when knowing that there

         10  has been dialogue and communication and a consensus

         11  reached. And as you know, consensus does not mean

         12  that you've gotten everything that you want or the

         13  other side has gotten everything that they want, but

         14  you've agreed that this is the best that they have

         15  gotten under the circumstances. So, with that, I

         16  vote aye on both matters.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Martinez.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Madam Public

         19  Advocate -- Madam Chair.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: I think that's

         21  an early endorsement.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: May I

         23  explain my vote?

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER DILAN: I don't think

         25  she wants to be called Madam Public Advocate anyway.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Council Member,

          3  I take exception to those comments.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Congressman, go

          5  right ahead.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Again, it is

          7  a difficult situation when you have to choose

          8  between a colleague and an application. But I,

          9  however, again want to congratulate and commend

         10  Council Member Reyna on a tough decision. I know

         11  that her commitment and her belief was in the right

         12  place for the constituents of her district, and in

         13  accordance to her agenda as an elected official for

         14  her district.

         15                 Having said that, I want to vote aye

         16  and again reiterate that my commitment to continue

         17  to work with her to ensure that commitments made are

         18  followed, and that we continue to look for the best

         19  solution for her constituents.

         20                 Again, aye on all.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: McMahon.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Not having

         23  any aspiration for higher office, other than the

         24  hopes and dreams that I share for all of you who are

         25  in this room, and for all New Yorkers and with

          2  gratitude to Council Member Diana Reyna for doing

          3  such an excellent job in showing us all how to work

          4  hard and represent her constituency, I vote aye on

          5  all.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I see Erik sitting

          7  in between the two Senators here.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Sears.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: Permission to

         10  explain my vote?

         11                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: All right. I

         13  will be very short.

         14                 I will say something new, absolutely.

         15                 First, what should be said is to

         16  congratulate our colleague Diana Reyna because she

         17  went into negotiations, and actually which I think

         18  was a very commendable thing to do, and reached the

         19  compromise that she did. So, you're all to be

         20  commended.

         21                 However, I think what is new is that

         22  I object to the word junk that was used in the work

         23  that you have done, and it wasn't relating to your

         24  work. But I think when we look at what we do for

         25  Homeland Security, and it may mean that it's not
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          2  always right at the right time, but I do think that

          3  the word "junk" should not be applied to that when

          4  we have Citywide a major responsibility to see that

          5  we care for eight and a half million people.

          6                 I vote yes and I commend the

          7  Councilwoman and those who worked to bring this

          8  together and the Chair of this Committee.

          9                 I vote aye and I thank you.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: Palma.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER PALMA: Aye.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Arroyo.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER ARROYO: Aye.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Dickens.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER DICKENS: Madam Chair,

         18  permission to explain my vote quickly?

         19                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER DICKENS: I applaud my

         21  colleague Council Member Reyna for her tenacity and

         22  her passionate fight for economic development in her

         23  district.

         24                 She has exhibited courage and after

         25  --
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Council Member

          3  Dickens, if I can ask you to just wait one second,

          4  you deserve the respect of your colleagues, and the

          5  audience, please, who is out there, to have people

          6  listen to you.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER DICKENS: And after

          8  negotiating the very best that she can in a system

          9  that is about negotiations, she has succeeded in

         10  what commitments she has asked for and the integrity

         11  of her district has been protected.

         12                 Affordable housing, employment, they

         13  are the foundations of all of our communities.

         14  Council Member Reyna stood her ground and has now

         15  asked for our approval --

         16                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Council Member

         17  Barron, if we could ask you to -- all right, never

         18  mind. We'd like you to stay a second.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER DICKENS: -- I agree

         20  that a Council member in whose district there is any

         21  type of leasing development, zoning or any other

         22  factors affecting their constituency must be heard.

         23  This Committee has done that. We have heard from our

         24  Council Member, we have heard from our colleague.

         25                 Having said that, and in agreement
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          2  with her, I vote in the affirmative.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Garodnick.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER GARODNICK: Aye on both

          5  items.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Lappin.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER LAPPIN: Madam Chair?

          8                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER LAPPIN: I just want to

         10  say on the record that we all care a great deal

         11  about Diana and what she has to say, and not because

         12  she represents the districts that she does, but

         13  because of who she is as a person and as a friend,

         14  and I just wanted to reflect on the record that

         15  Council Member Reyna knew that the hearing, the vote

         16  was about to take place and agreed to let it begin.

         17  So, thank you, and I vote aye on all.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: And just as the

         19  Chair's prerogative, again, that's why I wanted

         20  Council Member Barron not to leave. We have yet to

         21  state that because we really thought that enough was

         22  enough. But since it kept coming up time and time

         23  again, we wanted to make that clear for the record.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Mendez.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER MENDEZ: Permission to
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          2  explain my vote?

          3                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER MENDEZ: For the

          5  reasons stated above earlier, I support the project

          6  in Council Member Reyna's district. But also, I want

          7  to ask all my colleagues, that our support just

          8  doesn't end here today, that we continue to work

          9  with her to make sure that her vision is

         10  accomplished in her district. And I have already

         11  pledged my support to her.

         12                 And also I congratulate Council

         13  Member Gale Brewer on introducing this resolution,

         14  and I vote aye on this resolution as well. Thank

         15  you.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Lanza.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Permission to

         18  explain my vote.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Thanks, Madam

         21  Chair.

         22                 You know, first let me say, in

         23  listening to comments made by Councilman Barron and

         24  Councilman Oddo and Councilwoman Clarke, with

         25  respect to process. I don't think we ought to shy
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          2  away from what they expressed there, or cringe at

          3  that discussion. In fact, I'm not suggesting that we

          4  have, or we are, we are not. There's something to be

          5  said, we should always be self, you know, examine

          6  the process here and see whether or not there are

          7  ways to improve it.

          8                 With that being said, I have to agree

          9  with the Chair of this Committee. The process I

         10  think has worked. Perhaps improvement, always strive

         11  for improvement, but the process worked in this

         12  respect. We have a letter from the Deputy Mayor

         13  here.

         14                 Councilwoman Reyna, let me say that

         15  that letter is a reflection of acknowledgment and a

         16  tribute to your work on this, to your leadership, to

         17  your insight, to your intelligence and to your

         18  vision. Otherwise you wouldn't have that commitment

         19  from this Administration.

         20                 And I could only offer you this, give

         21  you some encouragement. When I came into office, I

         22  came in a little early, 2001 there was a vacancy,

         23  the outgoing Administration at that time, in an 11th

         24  hour certification, tried to shove a very unpopular

         25  Land Use item down the throats of my district. It
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          2  was something that languished for ten years and here

          3  we, at the 11th hour in December, 2001, there was a

          4  certification. And I worked with this Committee,

          5  with this Chair, with the new Administration, and at

          6  the end of the day we came -- the community didn't

          7  get everything but it got a lot, and it was a good

          8  compromise. And I could tell you at the end of the

          9  process, on behalf of my community, we received a

         10  commitment from this Administration, from the same

         11  Deputy Mayor that you got a commitment from, and as

         12  I sit four years later, I could tell you, they

         13  followed through with respect to everything and

         14  every commitment that they made to the community.

         15                 So, I hope that encourages you. You

         16  wouldn't have that unless they were acknowledging

         17  all the great work, and unless they were

         18  acknowledging your role as a leader in your

         19  community and especially with respect to this

         20  project.

         21                 So, I say, Diana Reyna, great job.

         22  Your constituents are very fortunate to have you.

         23  You certainly did, the process, as Council Member

         24  Katz said, the process has worked. You were at the

         25  table. You were not only at the table, you were

          2  heard. So, you hang in there, and I vote aye. I

          3  abstain on the resolution.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODD: Yes on the OEM

          5  item, and abstention on the resolution.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Felder.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Madam, may I

          8  explain?

          9                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Did you say

         10  something?

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Yes. May I be

         12  excused to explain my vote, please?

         13                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Thank you very

         15  much.

         16                 First of all, I just wanted to ask my

         17  colleagues to, you know, since Council Member Lanza

         18  said that it's always good self examination, soul

         19  searching, whether despite the fact that most of the

         20  nice things that were said about Diana Reyna are

         21  true, most I say, whether we must repeat all of them

         22  at the Stated Meeting over again, even though I

         23  agree with them, maybe it can be put in writing to

         24  her and share to others. I mean it, we're going to

         25  go into the Stated Meeting and we're going to spend
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          2  another 45 minutes praising Diana Reyna. She's

          3  wonderful, but I don't see the purpose of repeating

          4  things over and over again.

          5                 Having said that, I wanted to say

          6  that despite the trying time that Diana has been

          7  through recently, and despite the comments made by

          8  Councilman Barron about him not seeing her smiling

          9  or whatever else, that you are allowed to smile,

         10  even if you've been going through a hard time, and

         11  it's okay. And I've made it my mission to make sure,

         12  to make you smile before you leave the room today,

         13  whether you like it or not.

         14                 So, we're with you, and we wish you

         15  luck and we tend to be with you through better

         16  times.

         17                 I vote yes on both.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you.

         19                 I want to also thank Gale Brewer for

         20  the work she did on the Resolution. I know that it

         21  got overpowered today by the OEM site selection. We

         22  apologize for that. We had a good hearing on it a

         23  few days ago. It is an important thing that we are

         24  doing here, sending a message to the federal

         25  government that we do need to keep control of our
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          2  local franchises, local cable stations.

          3                 I thank you all.

          4                 And the vote is?

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Land Use Item 118 is

          6  adopted by a vote of 23 in the affirmative, zero in

          7  the negative, no abstentions. And Resolution 136-A

          8  is adopted by a vote of 21 in the affirmative, zero

          9  in the negative and two abstentions. Thank you.
