         21  Marine Park, in Council Member Fidler's district. He

         22  was a graduate of James Madison High School. His

         23  father, Andre, is a Captain in the New York City

         24  Department of Correction. He sadly leaves behind his

         25  father, his mother, a ten-year-old brother Tristan.
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          2                 Before we take a moment of silence,

          3  he was a family friend of Yvette Clarke and her

          4  family, and I want to give Council Member Clarke a

          5  moment to speak.

         21  this type of tragic occurrence lightly, but this

         22  family has been extremely devastated, and so I ask

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          2  of us who are from Brooklyn, certainly from

          3  Brooklyn.

         25  communication is potentially the most important one
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          2  of the evening. I want to make sure that all of my

          3  colleagues know that yesterday Council Member Eric

          4  Gioia became a father. He and his wife Lisa had a

          5  beautiful baby girl, Amelia, which is why Eric is

          6  not with us tonight. I'm not going to repeat Jimmy's

          7  off-collar comment. You all could see him later if

          8  you'd like to know what he said.

          9                 Tonight, in addition to voting on the

         10  budget, which I'll have some comments on in a few

         11  minutes, we're also voting on an important Land Use

         12  budget item in Brooklyn, relating to leases on the

         13  waterfront in Council Member Gonzalez's district. I

         14  want to thank Chairperson Katz and Chairperson

         15  Lappin for their important work on this issue, and

         16  also thank Council Member Gonzalez for her

         17  leadership. We were able to strike a deal that I

         18  believe will bring important jobs to the waterfront

         19  in Brooklyn, but also do it in a way that doesn't

         20  lock that waterfront permanently into the work that

         21  will be going on there, and allows us to do

         22  appropriate long-term future planning for the

         23  Brooklyn waterfront.

         24                 We're also voting today on a piece of

         25  legislation relating to extending and expanding the
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          2  Film Tax Credit, an important piece of legislation

          3  which this Council really was the leader on a couple

          4  of years ago. But when we voted on that bill at that

          5  time, we were concerned and wanted to make sure that

          6  the jobs we brought to New York were jobs that would

          7  help and support all New Yorkers, and we wanted to

          8  make sure that the reality of some parts of the film

          9  industry not being as diverse as they should be were

         10  addressed by this sector of the economy. I want to

         11  call on for some comments Council Member Tish James.

         12  Council Member James has worked diligently over the

         13  past few weeks and months to make sure that when we

         14  vote tonight on extending and expanding the Film Tax

         15  Credit, we do that knowing that there is now a clear

         16  set of goals and a clear infrastructure which will

         17  make sure those diversity concerns that this

         18  institution has had are met and what that means is

         19  that more people of color will be working in this

         20  important industry in our City.

         21                 Council Member James.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER JAMES: Thank you,

         23  Madam Speaker. In response to the pending renewal of

         24  the New York City Film Tax Credit, a working group

         25  was formed to address the issue of diversity in the
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          2  film industry.

          3                 The group was comprised of staff in

          4  the Speaker's Office, various members of the film

          5  and television industry and the Mayor's Office of

          6  Film, Television and Broadcasting, the offices of

          7  Council Member Yassky and myself, and the existing

          8  film-related training program, such as Medgar Evers

          9  College and Brooklyn Workforce Innovations. And

         10  basically the working group members have committed

         11  to do the following: One, to take concrete steps to

         12  expand training opportunities for people of color

         13  and women; two, for unions to provide a track to

         14  full union membership, to those who obtained the

         15  requisite experience of the participating training

         16  and job placement programs; three, for production

         17  companies to establish job placement programs to

         18  hire people of color and women who have successfully

         19  completed training for opportunities; fourth, to

         20  report on the demographics of membership or

         21  employees, including reporting on hiring from

         22  participating training programs; and, five, to

         23  continue to work together on an ongoing basis as an

         24  industry with the working group on diversity in

         25  television and film production in association with
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          2  the Mayor's Office and City Council to further

          3  expand opportunities at all levels of the industry.

          4                 At this time I just wanted to thank

          5  Speaker Quinn for all of her efforts. She was at the

          6  forefront. She made this a priority and, again, I

          7  extend my sincere gratitude to her, as well as to

          8  the Chairs of the Black, Puerto Rican and Asian

          9  Caucus, as well as to the staff who were successful

         10  in achieving this very, very, important objective,

         11  and that is to increase diversity in the film

         12  industry.

         13                 Thank you very much, Madam Speaker.

         14                 SPEAKER QUINN: Thank you, Council

         15  Member James.

         16                 And, again, on behalf of all of us,

         17  thank you for your hard and successful work on this

         18  important matter.

         19                 Tonight the big item on the agenda is

         20  obviously the budget. And this is the first budget

         21  we are adopting as this City Council together, and I

         22  want to say how proud I am of all of the work we

         23  have done over the past few months.

         24                 You know, we set out with some very

         25  important goals as we started this year's budget
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          2  process. We said we wanted to end the dysfunctional

          3  budget dance. We wanted to end it because it doesn't

          4  serve New Yorkers well. It doesn't provide an

          5  opportunity where we can really be stewards of

          6  taxpayer dollars. It doesn't provide us an

          7  opportunity where we can best make sure that every

          8  dollar we get is spent to solve a problem as

          9  effectively as possible. And we have made tremendous

         10  progress. We haven't ended the dance, but we have

         11  made tremendous progress towards that goal. For the

         12  first time ever next year, budgets will begin to be

         13  written as the Charter mandates, with units of

         14  appropriation.

         15                 For the first time ever, a Mayor took

         16  an idea from a Council budget response, and

         17  incorporated it into his Executive Budget. And for

         18  the first time ever, programs which the Council

         19  proposed, in the period of budget adoption for the

         20  first time ever a Mayor said he would baseline some

         21  of those programs. And that does deserve a round of

         22  applause for all of us.

         23                 Because of our hard work, and because

         24  of the thoughtfulness on the Mayor's part, library

         25  services, summer jobs for kids, and litter basket
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          2  pick-up in all five boroughs, including Staten

          3  Island, will happen in an expanded manner.

          4                 And New Yorkers won't have to worry

          5  over the course of this year whether those services

          6  will continue.

          7                 Now, that's important for the

          8  process, but it's important in a real life way for

          9  New Yorkers as well.

         10                 Think about it, if you're a kid who

         11  is looking for a summer job, a job that's important

         12  because you need the money, a job that's important

         13  because you need the opportunity to learn how to

         14  work, how to be in a workplace.

         15                 If you're that kid this year,

         16  tomorrow the Commissioner of Youth Services gets to

         17  start promoting and recruiting you for jobs.

         18                 That's a terrible way to run a Summer

         19  Youth Program when school is already out. But next

         20  year our Commissioner can start planning early on,

         21  publicizing those jobs, recruiting kids, really

         22  creating a program that will serve the children of

         23  this City who need summer employment. That is

         24  something we should be very, very proud of.

         25                 We also made a commitment internally
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          2  in this budget to have a more democratic process, to

          3  have a more involved budget negotiating team. We

          4  spent over 40 hours in our budget negotiating team

          5  reviewing every program, with a commitment to spend

          6  our money on the most effective programs we could,

          7  the ones that serve New Yorkers best. And we also

          8  have now committed to keep that budget negotiating

          9  team in place, to meet on a monthly basis so we can

         10  every month begin to analyze and oversee the money

         11  we put in the budget to make sure it's doing the job

         12  we set out for it to do.

         13                 In addition, in this year's budget

         14  the Black, Latino and Asian Caucus, we look to them

         15  for a stronger role in the budget, and I think if

         16  you look through this year's budget document, you

         17  will see that the role of the caucus has been more

         18  significant than ever before, and you'll see that by

         19  more resources being targeted to institutions that

         20  serve the communities of color than we've ever seen

         21  in this budget before.

         22                 We also set a goal to make sure that

         23  we put within the budget the terms and conditions we

         24  needed to make sure that this budget functioned

         25  exactly the way we wanted it to. This year's budget
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          2  contains eight terms and conditions, more than any

          3  other budget this Council has ever passed. And we've

          4  done all of this with an eye towards being fiscally

          5  responsible, to making sure that we're prepared to

          6  deal with the budgets that loom ahead. We did it

          7  with a sense of knowing that just because there was

          8  a surplus, we couldn't spend every dollar of that

          9  surplus, we needed to be able to plan for future

         10  generations and future needs of our City.

         11                 But even while doing that, we made

         12  sure that this budget had more resources for

         13  immigrants, had resources targeting the economic

         14  development needs of the communities that need it

         15  most, people of color in this City. We made sure

         16  that we gave more resources to CUNY and to public

         17  school technology, and we made sure that something

         18  happened in this budget that hasn't happened in a

         19  very long time, that we gave more resources to our

         20  Parks Department in all five of our boroughs.

         21                 When we leave here tonight, we should

         22  all be very proud of those accomplishments. We

         23  should be very proud of the fact that there will be

         24  2,000 more full-day pre-kindergarten slots next

         25  year. We should be very proud of the fact that now
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          2  every police officer will have the best bulletproof

          3  vests that money can buy.

          4                 We should sleep easier at night

          5  knowing we have done everything we could to protect

          6  children who are in harm's way, children who are

          7  being abused by their parents or guardians.

          8                 All of these things are great

          9  accomplishments, but I know this is our first

         10  budget, and it is a good one, but it will not be the

         11  best budget that this City Council passes, because

         12  over the next three years, we will increase

         13  transparency. We will increase our focus on

         14  effective funding, and we will do more to make the

         15  lives of average New Yorkers easier every day in

         16  this City.

         17                 But the accomplishments we all made

         18  collectively working together, the budget

         19  negotiating team, the Black, Latino and Asian

         20  Caucus, the Finance Committee, the Democratic

         21  Caucus, and you know, even the Republicans when we

         22  let them in -- no, I'm only kidding, Jimmy -- all of

         23  that could only happen because of the great staff

         24  that we have working with us.

         25                 And I want to first and foremost
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          2  thank every member of our Finance staff. They have

          3  worked long and hard to make this budget a

          4  tremendous success. And I can't thank all of them by

          5  name, though I would like to. But I, in particular,

          6  want to thank a couple of folks. I want to thank our

          7  Deputy Directors, Jeff, Pablo and Staci for all of

          8  their great, great, great work. And Jeff took on the

          9  additional responsibility of being the staff

         10  nutritionist, so I know the staff wants to thank him

         11  for that as well.

         12                 I also want to thank Scott Crowley

         13  for the tremendous work that he did in this year's

         14  budget.

         15                 You know, this year, though, we had a

         16  new Budget Director, and that is -- it's hard being

         17  our Finance Director doing this budget in any year,

         18  but the first time must be unthinkably difficult,

         19  and to come out with such a budget that is so

         20  effective and so focused and such a document we

         21  should be proud of is even a greater accomplishment.

         22  So, I really want to thank on behalf of all of us

         23  Mike Keogh, for his great, great work on this

         24  budget.

         25                 I also want to thank all of the folks
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          2  in our Legislative Unit, Rob Newman and everyone who

          3  works for him. I want to thank Lucy Mayo and

          4  everybody in our Policy Unit. I want to thank Liz

          5  and Jim in the General Counsel's office for all the

          6  terms and conditions.

          7                 Next week we will be announcing the

          8  winner of the best Term and Condition Competition,

          9  if you would like to come.

         10                 All of our staff together worked

         11  incredibly hard. I also just want to thank the folks

         12  in the Speaker's Office, all the Sergeants-At-Arms,

         13  all the secretaries, the Administrative staff,

         14  Barbara Sciffitti, for taking care of us over the

         15  past couple of weeks. I want to thank Mora Keeney

         16  and Eulie Martinez for all of their work on the

         17  budget. And in particular want to thank Chuck Meara

         18  and Ramon Martinez for their -- where is Ramon?

         19  Where is Ramon? Now Ramon gets shy? I want to thank

         20  everybody for their tremendous work.

         21                 And next I want to call on our

         22  Finance Chair David Weprin for some comments on the

         23  budget before we move forward in the meeting. And I

         24  want to thank David for all of his hard work on the

         25  budget. I think, you know, we counted up 40 hours of
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          2  budget negotiating, and I don't know that you could

          3  count up how many hours David spent in committee

          4  meetings and meeting with groups and advocates to

          5  make sure that he knew all the issues that New

          6  Yorkers were concerned about, so he could convey

          7  that to all of us throughout the process. And I want

          8  to thank him for all of his hard work and commitment

          9  and leadership in this budget and all of the budgets

         10  he's done before.

         11                 Chairperson Weprin.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN: Thank you,

         13  Speaker Quinn, my fellow colleagues, and all New

         14  Yorkers. I am so privileged to stand here today as

         15  Finance Committee Chair for my fifth budget and as a

         16  member of this great institution. We should all be

         17  proud of the positive course we have charted for our

         18  City.

         19                 By working together, this Council has

         20  made strides towards bettering the lives of mothers

         21  and fathers, children and grandparents, immigrants

         22  and Native New Yorkers, low- and middle-income

         23  earners, library visitors and summer job program

         24  participants.

         25                 As we all know, many of the Council's
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          2  budget procedures and customs were changed this

          3  year. I am happy that Speaker Quinn opened up the

          4  Council's processes to discussion and debate. She

          5  has also opened up the lines of communication

          6  between the Council and the Mayor, offering to work

          7  together with the Mayor to create a fiscally

          8  responsible budget, and planning for our City's

          9  needs in the present, as well as in the future.

         10                 Two major steps have been taken with

         11  this budget agreement, as the Speaker referred; the

         12  baselining of funding for five-day library service,

         13  the summer job program, and supplemental waste

         14  basket collection, will protect these key programs

         15  in the future and go a long way to ending many steps

         16  in that infamous budget dance.

         17                 Also, through the release of units of

         18  appropriation for the agencies, the Council will now

         19  be able to better track how the Mayor is actually

         20  spending the tax dollars that we so carefully

         21  appropriated.

         22                 I want to take this opportunity to

         23  especially thank Speaker Christine Quinn. This is

         24  the first budget that she has led the Council

         25  through, and it must be said that her predecessors
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          2  would be very proud of the intelligence and

          3  leadership that she has provided the Council during

          4  this difficult process.

          5                 I would also like to congratulate all

          6  of my colleagues who have worked so many hours,

          7  weeks and months in setting budget priorities. I

          8  want to extend my deep appreciation to Mike Keogh,

          9  our new Director of the Finance Division. He had a

         10  late start, but a very strong finish. His tireless

         11  and highly-professional staff were one of a kind.

         12  Their efforts were effective in providing guidance

         13  and nuts and bolts information in developing this

         14  budget.

         15                 I have witnessed firsthand the many

         16  sleepless nights that they have spent working to

         17  complete this budget.

         18                 I also want to thank Scott Crowley

         19  for the hours and hours and hours of meetings he sat

         20  through in my office. I also want to congratulate

         21  Ann Brown, on her work in succeeding Jim Caras as

         22  Legislative Counsel to the Finance Committee. His

         23  shoes may be big to fill, but Ann is just the person

         24  to do that.

         25                 I also, again, will not single out
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          2  all the Finance Committee members, but as the

          3  Speaker referred, our outstanding Deputy Directors,

          4  Jeff, Pablo and Staci, did an outstanding job, and

          5  really all of the staff did such a great job.

          6                 We look forward with pride to the

          7  positive changes that will come to New York City as

          8  a result of the Council's work over the last few

          9  months.

         10                 Thank you.

         10  with thanks to our Speaker and congratulations to

         11  all for all we've done for our children. Aye on all.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gonzalez.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER GONZALEZ: Permission

         14  to explain my vote. I'm sorry, folks, but I don't do

         15  this often, so...

         16                 I just want to say that access, which

         17  is the project before us today, the Land Use No.

         18  180, has placed several hard commitments ranging

         19  from local job creation of 300 unionized jobs,

         20  revitalization of the long-neglected Brooklyn

         21  waterfront, and extensive security to help ensure

         22  the safety of our ports and citizens.

         23                 Also of importance to my constituents

         24  is the elements of this plan that directly benefit

         25  the open space projects coming to the community,
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          2  leading to greater recreational opportunities in the

          3  waterfront.

          4                 The access team has been transparent

          5  with every aspect of their plan from day one and for

          6  this I thank them.

          7                 And I also would like to deeply say

          8  and appreciate the work of everyone, especially

          9  Speaker Quinn and her staff, the Land Use Chair

         10  Melinda Katz, Maritime Use Chair Jessica Lappin. I

         11  also wish to acknowledge the cooperation of the

         12  Administration, particularly those staff at the

         13  Mayor's Office and Economic Development Corporation,

         14  who was so diligent and determined to help make this

         15  vision become a reality. So, I urge my colleagues to

         16  continue to vote yes on Land Use No. 180.

         17                 Thank you.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK: Jackson.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Madam Chair,

         20  may I be excused to explain my vote?

         21                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: So ordered.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Thank you.

         23                 On behalf of the Black, Latino and

         24  Asian Caucus, as a co-chair let me just thank our

         25  Speaker Christine Quinn, and for allowing us to plan
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          2  a very important role in this budget cycle. And I

          3  would like to thank all of my colleagues of the

          4  budget negotiating team. I think that we worked very

          5  well as a team, and I look forward to working with

          6  us next year. To all of the staff, thank you for all

          7  of the hours that you put in to make this a budget

          8  that we call can be proud of, and with the

          9  Administration working with Christine Quinn

         10  collaboratively in order to bring about some

         11  baselined items that we have never had before.

         12  Congratulations to all of us. Aye on all.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: James.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER JAMES: Aye on all.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK: Katz.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: I would like to

         17  thank the entire Finance staff, as well, but

         18  especially the ones that worked with us in Queens on

         19  a daily basis. Andy Grossman. Andy Grossman does a

         20  great job for us. Chima Obichere and Rocco D'Angelo,

         21  we did a lot of work in Queens and we appreciate all

         22  the help that they gave, along with the entire

         23  Finance staff, especially, I've got to say, they

         24  show amazing patience and grace with many of us, and

         25  you should all know that we truly appreciate that
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          2  every single year.

          3                 Thank you. And thanks to the Speaker.

          4  I vote aye on all.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Koppell.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Aye on all.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK: Lanza.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: No on

          9  preconsidered Intro. 391, preconsidered M 270 and

         10  Reso 411; aye on the rest. Congrats to all. Great

         11  job. Christine Quinn, Minority Leader Oddo and the

         12  Mayor and staff, thanks.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: Lappin.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER LAPPIN: I have to

         15  congratulate Council Member Gonzalez on working so

         16  hard with the Speaker to arrange such a great

         17  compromise and negotiation on the access project,

         18  which is such a positive thing for her district, and

         19  thank Chuck and Mike and Scott and Beth and Jonathan

         20  and all of the Finance staff, and I vote aye on all.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Liu.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER LIU: Yes.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Mark-Viverito.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARK-VIVERITO: To our

         25  Speaker Christine Quinn, (speaking in Spanish.) And
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          2  aye on all.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Martinez.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: I want to

          5  congratulate the Speaker on taking this institution

          6  a step further in a real concept of our budget and

          7  putting a real budget that makes sense under the

          8  Charter, and line iteming items that are dear to

          9  this Council. I want to thank Mike Keogh, Chuck,

         10  Ramon Martinez. I want to thank my family, I want to

         11  thank my friends, and this budget, for all the time

         12  that I was out of the house. I vote aye on all.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: McMahon.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Madam Public

         15  Advocate, I want to thank Miguel Martinez, just

         16  because he thanked everybody but himself, and I

         17  didn't think it was fair to leave him out. He is my

         18  takayo.

         19                 I want to just say that it's really

         20  been a great pleasure the last few months, Madam

         21  Speaker, under your leadership, and the wonderful

         22  staff that you've gathered here together, makes this

         23  job so much easier and so much better, and to each

         24  and every one of them, I want to say thank you.

         25                 Madam Speaker, you no longer are an
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          2  honorary Staten Islander, you are now a true Staten

          3  Islander, and we want to thank you, especially for

          4  baselining the wire baskets, because as you all

          5  know, a clean City is a happy City.

          6                 I am proud to vote aye on all, except

          7  for preconsidered Intro. 384, I vote no.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Mealy.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER MEALY: Aye on all.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Mendez.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER MENDEZ: I want to

         12  thank my Speaker, and I also want to wish everyone a

         13  happy Gay Pride Month, and I vote aye on all.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Monserrate.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER MONSERRATE: Yes.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Nelson.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Madam Public

         18  Advocate, I'd just like to announce to all the

         19  concerned Committee members that the joint

         20  committees, the meeting tomorrow on Waterfront and

         21  Public Parks will be deferred. And aye on all.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Recchia.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER RECCHIA: I move to

         24  explain my vote.

         25                 I would like to thank the staff of
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          2  the Cultural Affairs Committee for the outstanding

          3  work of Finance.

          4                 I have to thank Mike Keogh and Staci,

          5  Jeff Rodus, for being with me all this time. For Jay

          6  Carey, who spent hours on Friday seeing over

          7  hundreds and hundreds of cultural groups. Tanya and

          8  Scott Crowley, Mari de Pedro and Danielle, and Karen

          9  from my staff, and Ramon and Chuck, thank you for

         10  satisfying and making all the cultural groups.

         11                 And I also have to thank the

         12  Bloomberg Administration, Commissioner Kate Levin,

         13  Deputy Mayor Patty Harris, Haeda and Ed Scheuyler

         14  for working with us in obtaining and working to see

         15  that the proper institutions get their fair share of

         16  security money. Thank you.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Reyna.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER REYNA: I vote aye on

         19  all.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK: Sanders.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER SANDERS: Yes.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Seabrook.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEABROOK: I certainly

         24  want to thank the Speaker for allowing this budget

         25  to reflect the needs and concerns of those who have
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          2  been left out and that she has certainly said that

          3  what it takes in the reflection of an Administration

          4  is who she hires and where she spends her money, and

          5  I want to thank you. I vote aye.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Sears.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: I want to thank

          8  our Speaker and all the Finance. And I want to thank

          9  my staff as well, because they have done a great job

         10  working with me on this. And I want to thank all my

         11  colleagues, because they really have helped get us

         12  all through this.

         13                 I vote aye and thank you again.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Stewart.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER STEWART: I want to

         16  thank the Speaker and the entire staff, but

         17  especially Chuck for allowing me to step into his

         18  office so often during the entire process. Thank

         19  you. And I vote aye.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vacca.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER VACCA: I do want to

         22  say that several weeks ago when the initiative

         23  process began, I found it very tempting because I

         24  wanted to sign onto so many initiatives, and I did.

         25  Strike that.
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          2                 I was concerned at the time that so

          3  many of the suggestions were good and were worthy,

          4  that there had to come a time where not everything

          5  could be done, although I'm one of those who does

          6  not like to say no to anyone, especially when we

          7  have so many people in our City who are in need and

          8  we have so many programs that are worthy.

          9                 I do want to say thank you to the

         10  Speaker, because through the negotiating team,

         11  through the Borough Delegations and my colleagues in

         12  the Bronx, especially I have to say, we, I think

         13  were reasonable under your leadership, we were fair.

         14  I think we've made an impact. I thank you for what

         15  you have done. I thank the Council and their staff.

         16  I thank the Mayor. I think today all of us can go

         17  home, or I think tomorrow, as it's now 12:30, we can

         18  go home and we can say that we've done our best for

         19  the people of the City of New York.

         20                 I vote yes.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vallone.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER VALLONE: Madam Chair,

         23  I'd like to take another shot at explaining Allan

         24  Jennings's vote from last year.

         25                 I think I got it now. I think I may
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          2  have it now. No, I give up.

          3                 Aye on all.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Weprin.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN: Aye on all.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Yassky.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER YASSKY: I happily and

         10  proudly vote aye on all.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: I vote no on M

         13  270 and Reso 411 and preconsidered Intro. 391. And

         14  just thanks to a really splendid staff. And thank

         15  you to Speaker Quinn. You make me proud yet again.

         16  It is my 15th budget, I probably haven't had as much

         17  fun before, and I'm really proud of the process. And

         18  to my new bestest friend in the Council, Maria

         19  Arroyo, who is not here right now, but you don't

         20  caaaall me.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Rivera.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA:  Thank you. I

         23  just want to take this opportunity to also

         24  congratulate the Speaker and our fine work. We've

         25  had three Speakers in the City Council.  Under Peter
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          2  Vallone, Sr., I was able to get the powers of the

          3  budget on this side of City Hall; with Gifford

          4  Miller, he was able to put a lot of things together;

          5  and with you, Madam Speaker, you got it done

          6  correctly. So, I want to say, it's the third time to

          7  charm, you did a phenomenal job, you got a consensus

          8  budget that was not as painful as many thought it

          9  would be, you did a fabulous job.

         10                 Congratulations.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: Speaker Quinn.

         12                 SPEAKER QUINN: I again want to thank

         13  all of the staff, I want to thank the Finance Chair

         14  David Weprin, all of my colleagues, the negotiating

         15  team and the members of the leadership. And just

         16  before I vote, I need to read this statement into

         17  the record:

         18                 As part of the budget that we're

         19  passing tonight, there is funding for many

         20  non-profit organizations in the City, including the

         21  Hettrick Martin Institute, an organization that

         22  provides services to LGBT youth. In the interest of

         23  full disclosure, I want to state for the record that

         24  my domestic partner serves on the Board of Directors

         25  of this organization.
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          2                 With all of that said, I vote aye.

          3                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: All items on

          4  today's General Order Calendar were adopted by a

          5  vote of 49 in the affirmative, zero negative, zero

          6  abstentions, with the exception of preconsidered

          7  Intro. 384, which is adopted by a vote of 48 in the

          8  affirmative, one negative, zero abstentions, and

          9  preconsidered Intro. 391, which is adopted by a vote

         10  of 45 in the affirmative, three in the negative, one

         11  abstention, and preconsidered M 270 and Reso 411,

         12  which is adopted by a vote of 46 in the affirmative,

         13  three in the negative, zero abstentions. The revised

         14  Land Use Call-Ups vote is 49 in the affirmative,

         15  zero negative, and I now declare that the Executive

         16  Expense Revenue Contract Budget, the Executive

         17  Capital Budget for Fiscal Year 2007 and the Capital

         18  Program for the three succeeding fiscal years all as

         19  modified, and in accordance with the relevant

         20  sections of the New York City Charter, are hereby

         21  adopted on this date of the 30th of June, 2006, at

         22  12:40 a.m.
