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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: This is the full

          3  meeting of the full Committee on Land Use, and I

          4  would like to first thank everyone for their

          5  patience over the last few weeks. Because we're only

          6  meeting once a month basically for the Council

          7  during this summertime, and we know that Land Use

          8  has to meet regardless every month because of time

          9  constraints, it sometimes is a hit or miss at the

         10  timing of our meetings. People are trying to work

         11  out applications in their districts with developers

         12  and with the communities, and so we'd like to thank

         13  everyone for their patience and continuing to return

         14  time and time again to this body to get this done.

         15                 We would like to thank the

         16  Subcommittee for the great work they did on this

         17  rezoning today. As you know, we're back here -- if I

         18  could have everybody's attention just for a few

         19  minutes, that would be great.

         20                 As you know, we're back here once

         21  again on the Tribeca and North rezoning, and all of

         22  the related applications to turn manufacturing, a

         23  manufacturing area between Washington and West

         24  Street, into a residential mixed use, and

         25  commercial, and it required great negotiations and
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          2  great work, not only by the Council member whose

          3  district it's in, Alan Gerson, but the staff here. I

          4  want to thank them for that. And of course, all of

          5  the community folks and developers who worked out a

          6  great compromise today.

          7                 We are passing the City Planning

          8  Commission's application -- the application that

          9  went to City Planning that was certified, except for

         10  one modification. That modification consists of one

         11  change to the text which would limit the FAR in the

         12  C6-2A district to a 5.5.

         13                 There are other agreements made

         14  concerning the street wall height, concerning the

         15  heights of the buildings, concerning retail. It was

         16  all done in agreements with the Council member, the

         17  community and with the developer. We know those

         18  agreements will be adhered to, and we congratulate

         19  everyone involved for reaching the point where we

         20  are today.

         21                 Right now I'd like to yield to

         22  Councilman Gerson, whose district this is in.

         23                 Councilman.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER GERSON: Thank you very

         25  much, Madam Chair. And first of all, thank you, and
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          2  thank you, again, Subcommittee Chair Tony Avella,

          3  and this entire Committee, for your support

          4  throughout this entire process, and thank the entire

          5  staff.

          6                 I will not reiterate my entire

          7  remarks which I made before the Subcommittee. I just

          8  do want to state for the record that my

          9  recommendation for an affirmative vote and the

         10  process with which we are proceeding is predicated

         11  upon the conditions and the agreements which I have

         12  incorporated into the record of the Subcommittee,

         13  and therefore, I would like the full Committee

         14  record to reference the Subcommittee record, so it

         15  is clear that we are proceeding only after and

         16  predicated on and with the full commitment of all

         17  parties concerned, including the procedural

         18  commitment of the Department of City Planning with

         19  respect to all of the agreements on street wall,

         20  height limitation, retail space and other related

         21  matters, which were incorporated into the

         22  Subcommittee record by reference, and thus also into

         23  this Committee's, full Committee's record. Thank you

         24  very much, my colleagues. And, again, thank you,

         25  Chair Katz and Chair Avella.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Our pleasure. And

          3  before we call the roll, or any other comments,

          4  there's just one correction from yesterday. The

          5  Middle Village rezoning follow-up, the FUCA was

          6  designated as LU No. 155, it's actually LU No. 154.

          7  I know you were all very concerned about that when

          8  you looked at the agenda, but we had to state it for

          9  the record.

         10                 Any other comments? Thankfully,

         11  finally, let's call the roll.
