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          1  PLANNING, DISPOSITIONS AND CONCESSIONS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Good morning,

          3  everybody, and welcome to the October 11th Planning,

          4  Dispositions and Concessions Subcommittee of Land

          5  Use. This is a continued meeting which was recessed

          6  from Tuesday, October 3rd. My name is Dan Garodnick.

          7  I'm the Chair of this Committee.

          8                 I'm joined by my colleagues Maria

          9  Baez from the Bronx, and Andrew Lanza from Staten

         10  Island, both members of the Committee, and also

         11  Simcha Felder from Brooklyn.

         12                 We have one item on the agenda for

         13  today, and it is a hearing on Land Use No. 272. It

         14  is a property located at 295 Jefferson Street,

         15  Brooklyn, Community Board 4. C060397.

         16                 We're joined by Carol Clark of HPD

         17  who is going to introduce this item.

         18                 And Ms. Clark, if you can go right

         19  ahead.

         20                 MS. CLARK: Thank you, Council Member

         21  Garodnick. The proposed project consists of

         22  disposition of one vacant City-owned land located at

         23  295 Jefferson Street to be developed through the New

         24  York State Housing Trust Fund.

         25                 The proposed sponsor of the project,
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          2  Ridgewood Bushwick Senior Citizens Council, Inc.,

          3  plans to build on this lot and on the adjacent lot

          4  which it owns eight residential rental units for

          5  low-income and formerly homeless families.

          6                 Council Member Reyna has been briefed

          7  on this project and has indicated her approval.

          8                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Can you just

          9  say a little bit more about the New York State

         10  Housing Trust Fund Program?

         11                 MS. CLARK: Yes, it's a competitive

         12  State program that makes available funds for the

         13  construction of low-income and formerly homeless

         14  families rental properties.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you. And

         16  you said this is eight residential units?

         17                 MS. CLARK: That's right. It's a new

         18  construction on vacant land.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Okay, thank

         20  you.

         21                 And Council Member Reyna, as you

         22  indicated, has expressed her support of this

         23  project?

         24                 MS. CLARK: That is correct. And she

         25  was briefed.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Okay, thank

          3  you.

          4                 Are there any other witnesses on the

          5  subject?

          6                 Seeing none, we will close the

          7  hearing on Land Use No. 272, 295 Jefferson Street,

          8  C060397. That is our only remaining item for this

          9  recessed hearing. The Chair recommends an aye vote,

         10  and I will ask the Counsel to call the roll.

         11                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Chair

         12  Garodnick.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Aye.

         14                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         15  Baez.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye.

         17                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         18  Lanza.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Aye.

         20                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote stands

         21  at three in the affirmative, none in the negative,

         22  and no abstentions.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you very

         24  much. We will keep the vote open until the Land Use

         25  full Committee starts, and at that point we will be
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          2  adjourned.

          3                 Thank you.

          4                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

          5  Clarke.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: May I have the

          7  permission of the Chair to vote on all the other

          8  items?

          9                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Yes, you may.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: Why thank you,

         11  sir.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: Right, but you

         13  can't vote on mine yet.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: No, no.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: Oh, okay. I

         16  thought you meant all.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: I vote aye on

         18  all.

         19                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The final vote

         20  stands at four in the affirmative, none in the

         21  negative and no abstentions and is referred to the

         22  full Committee.
