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          1  PLANNING, DISPOSITIONS AND CONCESSIONS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Good

          3  afternoon, everybody. Welcome to the Subcommittee of

          4  Planning, Dispositions and Concessions of the Land

          5  Use Committee of the New York City Council. Today's

          6  date is Tuesday, October 17th. My name is Dan

          7  Garodnick. I'm Chair of this Committee.

          8                 I'm joined today by Council Member

          9  Yvette Clarke from Brooklyn, and Council Member

         10  Andrew Lanza from Staten Island. We have several

         11  items on the agenda today and I'd like to call Carol

         12  Clark from HPD to the witness stand to introduce

         13  them.

         14                 I'm going to first start us out by

         15  opening the hearing on Land Use No. 243, non-ULURP

         16  20075030 HAX, which is a property at 342 East 139th

         17  Street, part of the TIL Program. And while I'm at

         18  it, I'm also going to open the hearing on Land Use

         19  No. 244, which is non-ULURP No. 20075031 HAX, a

         20  property at 975 Summit Avenue, also part of the TIL

         21  Program, and I introduced them both together because

         22  they're both in the district of Council Member Maria

         23  del Carmen Arroyo in the Bronx.

         24                 So, welcome. Please go ahead and

         25  state your name and if you could introduce those two
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          2  items, I'd appreciate it.

          3                 MS. CLARK: I'm Carol Clark. Good

          4  afternoon. I am joined by Terry Arroyo, who is the

          5  Director of Intergovernmental Affairs of HPD, and

          6  we're pleased to be here. Thank you very much.

          7                 LU 243 at 342 East 139th Street is a

          8  16-unit City-owned building to be disposed of

          9  through HPD's Tenant Interim Lease Program, known as

         10  the TIL program.

         11                 Under this program, as you know,

         12  occupied City-owned residential buildings are

         13  rehabbed and converted into low-income tenant

         14  co-ops. Eleven units in this building are occupied

         15  and the tenants have been prepared for building

         16  ownership responsibility.

         17                 Council Member Arroyo has reviewed

         18  this project and has recommended that the item be

         19  approved.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you.

         21  That was for both addresses?

         22                 MS. CLARK: That was for LU 243.

         23                 LU 244 at 975 Summit, is an

         24  eight-unit City-owned building to be disposed of

         25  also through HPD's TIL program, four of the units in
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          2  this building are occupied and the tenants again

          3  have prepared for building ownership responsibility.

          4                 Council Member Arroyo has reviewed

          5  this project and indicated she supports it.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Can you give

          7  us a sense of how you prepare the tenants for

          8  building ownership responsibility?

          9                 MS. CLARK: Yes. There's a series of

         10  training sessions that are held at intervening

         11  periods to make sure that the role of paying for the

         12  mortgage, paying the taxes, taking care of the

         13  physical needs of the building and the like are

         14  things that the tenants are familiar with and have

         15  practice in understanding how to do that all in a

         16  timely fashion.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK; thank you.

         18                 Seeing nobody wishing to testify on

         19  the matters of Land Use 243 or Land Use 244, I will

         20  close the hearing on both of those, and open the

         21  hearing on two others. We're going to do them in

         22  pairs today, it looks like.

         23                 I'm going to open the hearing on Land

         24  Use 263, which is non-ULURP No. 20075058 HAK, a

         25  property at 1211 Myrtle Avenue in Brooklyn, part of
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          2  the StoreWorks Program, and Land Use 264, which is

          3  non-ULURP No. 20075059 HAK, two properties. One at

          4  1279 DeKalb Avenue, and one at 21 Cornelia Street,

          5  both in Brooklyn, both part of the HomeWorks

          6  Program, and both in the district of Council Member

          7  Diana Reyna.

          8                 So, Ms. Clark.

          9                 MS. CLARK: Yes. LU 263 consists of

         10  one vacant building to be rehabbed through HPD's

         11  StoreWorks Program in conjunction with HUD's 203K

         12  Loan Program. The sponsor and neighborhood housing

         13  services will substantially rehab the building,

         14  which will provide two residential units over a

         15  ground floor commercial space. We've briefed Council

         16  Member Reyna and she's indicated her support of LU

         17  263.

         18                 LU 264 consists of the substantial

         19  rehab of one vacant three-family home that's located

         20  at 21 Cornelia Street and the new construction of

         21  one two-family home located at 1279 DeKalb Avenue,

         22  both under HPD's HomeWorks Program, through 203K of

         23  HUD. As part of this HUD 203K initiative these will

         24  both be conveyed to a sponsor, who will sell the

         25  completed projects to purchasers for owner
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          2  occupancy. And Council Member Reyna has been briefed

          3  and indicated her support of LU 264.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you very

          5  much. Seeing nobody wishing to testify on matters of

          6  Land Use 263 and 264, I will close the hearing on

          7  both 263 and 264 and open the hearing on our final

          8  two items for today, Land Use No. 295, non-ULURP

          9  20075114 HAM, two properties, 38 West 119th Street

         10  and 29 West 127th Street in Manhattan, and Land Use

         11  No. 296, non-ULURP No. 20075115 HAM. This is six

         12  properties in Manhattan, part of the HomeWorks

         13  Program, both of these, both Land Use 295 and 296

         14  are in the district of Council Member Inez Dickens.

         15                 Ms. Clark.

         16                 MS. CLARK: Right. LU No. 295 consists

         17  of the substantial rehab of two vacant two-family

         18  homes, which are, as you noted, located at 38 West

         19  119th Street and 29 West 127th Street. Both of these

         20  will be programmed through HPD's HomeWorks Program

         21  and as you noted are part of HUD's 203K Loan

         22  Program.

         23                 As part of that initiative, HUD

         24  conveyed the properties to the sponsor for rehab and

         25  subsequent sale to purchasers for owner occupancy.
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          2                 We've briefed Council Member Dickens.

          3  She's reviewed the project and indicated her

          4  support.

          5                 Similarly, for LU 296, Council Member

          6  Dickens has done a review and indicated her support.

          7  This consists of a substantial rehab of six vacant

          8  two-family homes, again under HPD's HomeWorks

          9  Program, and brought to us through the 203K matter

         10  that we've discussed involving the federal

         11  Department of Housing and Urban Development.

         12                 The completion of this rehabilitation

         13  at LU 296 will provide 12 residential units of rehab

         14  housing.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you very

         16  much, Ms. Clark.

         17                 I see nobody else wishing to testify

         18  on Land Use No. 294 -- I'm sorry, 295 or 296, so I

         19  will close the hearing on both of those items, 295

         20  and 296. And just once again, for clarification

         21  purposes, you have the concurrence and support of

         22  Council Member Arroyo for both Land Use 243 and 244;

         23  is that correct?

         24                 MS. CLARK: That's correct.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: And you have
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          2  the support of Council Member Reyna for Land Use 263

          3  and 264; is that correct?

          4                 MS. CLARK: Yes, that's correct.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: And finally,

          6  you just noted a moment ago that you have the

          7  support of Council Member Dickens for Land Use 295

          8  and 296.

          9                 MS. CLARK: Yes, sir.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you very

         11  much.

         12                 The Chair is going to couple all of

         13  those items together for the purposes of voting.

         14  We're going to lay over the rest at the request of

         15  the various Council members in whose district those

         16  properties sit.

         17                 We're also going to recognize the

         18  presence of my colleague Maria Baez from the Bronx,

         19  and I will ask the Council to call the roll with the

         20  Chair recommending an aye vote on all.

         21                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Chair

         22  Garodnick.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Aye on all.

         24                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         25  Baez.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye on all.

          3                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

          4  Clarke.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: Aye on all.

          6                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote stands

          7  at three in the affirmative, none in the negative

          8  and no abstentions.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you very

         10  much. We will stand in recess for approximately five

         11  minutes until we give our last Committee member an

         12  opportunity to vote, and then we will adjourn.

         13                 Thank you very much, everybody.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: This is a

         15  reopening on the Subcommittee on Planning,

         16  Dispositions and Concessions.

         17                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         18  Lanza.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Thank you,

         20  Madam Chair.

         21                 I vote aye.

         22                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The final vote

         23  stands at four in the affirmative, none in the

         24  negative, and no abstentions and it's referred to

         25  the full Committee.
