         12                 LU No. 272 is a ULURP and a UDAAP for

         13  eight residential units under the New York State

         14  Housing Trust Fund Program. It's at 295 Jefferson

         15  Street. Council Member Reyna's district.

         16                 LU No. 276 is Councilman Seabrook's

         17  district. It was laid over from last week as well.

         18  440-seat early childhood center. 20065080 SCX. Any

         19  questions or comments?

         20                 Councilman Seabrook.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEABROOK: Thank you,

         22  Madam Chair. There is a couple of issues that we had

         23  with the siting of this early childhood center, and

         24  School Construction Authority has put in writing

         25  some of the concerns that we had and one of the
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          2  things that they also agreed that this would be a

          3  locally-zoned school that would allow those within

          4  the particular area and in that zoning locally to

          5  attend this facility.

          6                 So, and I think you have a copy on

          7  the record on what they had indicated they were

          8  going to do to resolve this issue. So, hopefully

          9  they will follow it to the letter.

         10                 Thank you very much, Madam Chair.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you. And if

         12  you can please follow-up with me as well, and let me

         13  know what happens in those discussions, I would

         14  appreciate that as well.

         15                 That's a discussion that we've had

         16  several times in the Department of Education and

         17  it's one that this Committee will be following

         18  closer.
