	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would mandate that all cabarets and dance halls are equipped with digital video surveillance cameras capable of recording “all activity in front of and within 15 feet of each entrance or exit.”  The legislation provides certain specifications for the cameras and the recordings, and establishes protocols for the retention of recorded video content, including the requirement that the videos are “preserved for a minimum of thirty days so that they may be made available to…government agencies acting in furtherance of a criminal investigation or a civil or administrative law enforcement purpose.”  The legislation also mandates that signage alert the public that surveillance is in operation.

	Effective Date: This local law would take effect one hundred eighty days after its enactment.
