On December 5, 2006, pursuant to the authority granted to it by §558 of the New York City Charter, the Board of Health unanimously approved a resolution to amend Article 81 of the New York City Health Code to restrict the use of artificial trans fat in food services establishments and mobile food unit commissaries regulated by the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene.
