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          1  LAND USE AND SUBCOMMITTEE ON LANDMARKS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: If I could have

          3  everybody's attention, this will be an extremely

          4  brief Committee meeting. Because the Subcommittee

          5  was recessed -- if everybody could just listen for a

          6  second? Because the Subcommittee was recessed, on

          7  Landmarks and Public Siting, was recessed yesterday,

          8  and will begin again tomorrow, but the items that

          9  we're going to vote on today from the Subcommittee

         10  are going to be voted on today, and two members

         11  missed a meeting yesterday, and the reason I'm being

         12  very clear and precise, the reason I'm being clear

         13  and precise is I don't want folks to think it's

         14  habitual now, that if they miss a Subcommittee

         15  meeting, they can vote at the Land Use meeting. This

         16  is unusual simply because the meeting had happened

         17  to have been recessed.

         18                 So, for that reason, we're going to

         19  open up the Subcommittee.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: I'm going to

         21  reopen the Subcommittee meeting from December 4th

         22  from Landmarks, Public Siting and Maritime Uses, and

         23  ask Counsel to call for the vote.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Martinez.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Aye.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Mendez.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER MENDEZ: I vote aye on

          4  all, and I want to thank the Chairs for the

          5  opportunity to vote on this matter. Thank you.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Can we have some

          7  decorum in the room? Just a little bit?

          8                 But, yes, again, I just want to make

          9  it clear that the reason is because it was recessed.

         10  So, normally we wouldn't be able to vote at a Land

         11  Use Committee meeting for those votes that we missed

         12  at the Subcommittee.

         13                 Okay, we are now recessing Landmarks

         14  once again and opening it for tomorrow at 9:45. So,

         15  everybody on Landmarks tomorrow 9:45. Landmarks is

         16  9:45, Land Use is 10:00 tomorrow. And the reason for

         17  that is, as you know, a school public siting in

         18  Council Member Arroyo's district. She is still in

         19  negotiations with the Administration and with the

         20  Speaker's Office and everyone, so hopefully we will

         21  resolve the issue by tomorrow by a quarter to ten.

         22                 I'm sorry, Landmarks is at ten -- I'm

         23  sorry, Land Use is at 10:15. Landmarks is at 10:00,

         24  Land Use is at 10:15.

         25                 One second. Okay, so even if it's
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          2  withdrawn, even if we voted, it's a 10:00 Landmarks,

          3  10:15 Land Use. 10:00 Landmarks, 10:15 Land Use.

          4  Okay, and your offices I assume got a fax and will

          5  be called.

          6                 (Landmarks, Public Siting and

          7  Maritime Uses is recessed.)

          8                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: All right, the

          9  first item today, 20075111 HKM. It's in Council

         10  Member Gerson's District. It is the landmarking of

         11  138 through 142 Nassau Street.

         12                 LU No. 307. Staten Island Savings

         13  Bank. Council Member McMahon's district.

         14                 20075112 HKR. It is the landmarking

         15  of 81 Water Street, Staten Island Savings Bank.

         16                 LU No. 341. Council Member Arroyo's

         17  district. It is a motion to file pursuant to

         18  withdrawal. It's on 731 Coaster Street, 671 Anita

         19  Street.

         20                 LU No. 269. There's only one item.

         21  Land Use 269. It is also a motion to file pursuant

         22  to withdrawal. Council Member Arroyo is having a lot

         23  of that lately.

         24                 There are two UDAAPs, LU Numbers 257

         25  and 339, one in Council Member Dilan's district,
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          2  which is LU No. 257 on Glenmore Avenue, one in

          3  Council Member Dickens's district, Land Use No. 339,

          4  for the Cornerstone Program.

          5                 Any discussion?
