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          1  PLANNING, DISPOSITIONS AND CONCESSIONS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Good

          3  afternoon, everybody. This is the Subcommittee on

          4  Planning, Dispositions and Concessions, the

          5  Subcommittee of the Land Use Committee of the

          6  Council of the City of New York.

          7                 Today's date is Monday, December 4th.

          8  I'm joined by my colleagues, Maria Baez of the

          9  Bronx, Inez Dickens of Manhattan, Andrew Lanza of

         10  Staten Island. We have a short agenda today, and I

         11  am going to start with Land Use No. 341, the Manida

         12  Housing and Land Use Number 269, the Urbanization

         13  Maria Lopez, both in the districts of Council Member

         14  Maria del Carmen Arroyo, and my understanding is

         15  there is a motion to file pursuant to withdrawal.

         16                 Ms. Clark, if you can just set that

         17  out for us and explain what is going on

         18  specifically.

         19                 MS. CLARK: Thank you, Council Member

         20  Garodnick. And I will point out that I am joined by

         21  Terry Arroyo of HPD's staff.

         22                 And this item, LU 269, is being

         23  withdrawn. It's 2950 Park Avenue, known as the

         24  Urbanization Maria Lopez Apartments.

         25                 We have been working with Council
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          2  Member Arroyo, who has recommended that the

          3  withdrawal take place, and after an extensive

          4  dialogue, HPD has agreed with her and therefore

          5  we're withdrawing the item with your permission.

          6                 Thank you.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you. And

          8  is the same true for Land Use 341?

          9                 MS. CLARK: Yes, that's correct. That

         10  one is known as Hunts Point 1 and the financing is

         11  not totally set on that, until we have requested a

         12  withdrawal for that, as well.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you very

         14  much.

         15                 Seeing no questions on these items,

         16  we will open the hearing on Land Use No. 257, which

         17  is non-ULURP No. 20075052HAK. Address, 853 Glenmore

         18  Avenue in Brooklyn, in the district of Council

         19  Member Dilan.

         20                 MS. CLARK: Thank you, yes. LU 257

         21  consists of the substantial rehabilitation of one

         22  vacant one-family home, which is, as you noted,

         23  located at 853 Glenmore Avenue in Brooklyn. It's

         24  part of the 203-K Initiative which we've been

         25  talking about at the Subcommittee over the course of
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          2  the fall, and the sponsor Lamore Realty has met with

          3  Council Member Dilan, who has reviewed the project

          4  and indicated his support.

          5                 He recommends a yes vote. Thank you.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON GARDONICK: Thank you very

          7  much. You said this is a vacant one-family home and

          8  a rehabilitation; is that right?

          9                 MS. CLARK: That's exactly correct.

         10  And it would be sold? It would be a sale? That's

         11  right. It would be sold.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: And it's being

         13  rehabilitated by Lamore Realty, you said?

         14                 MS. CLARK: That's correct.

         15                 Kenneth Lamore is the principal of

         16  Lamore Realty.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: What are the

         18  parameters of the sale?

         19                 MS. CLARK: It will be sold at the

         20  fair market value.

         21                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: This is a

         22  one-unit market sale?

         23                 MS. CLARK: Right. The HomeWorks

         24  Program.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you.
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          2                 Other questions? Okay, seeing none,

          3  we will close the hearing on Land Use 257, in that

          4  it has the support of the local Council Member,

          5  Council Member Dilan, and open the hearing on Land

          6  Use No. 339, non-ULURP No. 20075147 HAM, which is

          7  several properties on West 138th Street and Adam

          8  Clayton Powell Boulevard in the district of our very

          9  own Council Member Dickens.

         10                 Ms. Clark, if you would introduce

         11  this item?

         12                 MS. CLARK: I would be happy to. The

         13  proposed is new construction for a total of 47

         14  dwelling units. The developer is Abyssinian

         15  Development Corporation. It's in the Cornerstone

         16  Program, and Council Member Dickens has been briefed

         17  on the matter and is recommending that we go forward

         18  with a yes vote.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you.

         20  Council Member Dickens.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER DICKENS: Thank you,

         22  Chair Garodnick.

         23                 Yes, this site is at the northeast

         24  corner of 138th Street and Adam Powell Boulevard.

         25  The new construction will be 47 affordable
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          2  cooperative units, which is badly needed in that

          3  area. With all the development that is going on in

          4  Harlem, there is a small area around 138th Adam

          5  Clayton Powell to Lenox Avenue that has largely gone

          6  undeveloped. This will develop that area and will

          7  bring affordable housing to my community, and I

          8  recommend support for it.

          9                 Thank you.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON GARDONICK: Thank you very

         11  much, Council Member Dickens.

         12                 Seeing no other questions or comments

         13  on the subject of Land Use 339, we will close the

         14  hearing on 339, non-ULURP 20075147 HAM. We will

         15  couple both items together, that's Land Use 257 and

         16  Land Use 339 for the purposes of voting and lay over

         17  all other items at the request of the local Council

         18  members in whose districts the properties sit, and

         19  the Chair recommends an aye vote on both items and

         20  asks the Counsel to call the roll.

         21                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Chair

         22  Garodnick.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Aye on both.

         24                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         25  Baez.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye.

          3                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

          4  Dickens.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER DICKENS: Aye on all.

          6                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

          7  Lanza.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Aye.

          9                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: By a vote of

         10  four in the affirmative, none in the negative and no

         11  abstentions, the aforementioned items are approved

         12  and referred to the full Committee.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you very

         14  much, everybody. And with that, we are adjourned.
