TITLE:
AN ACT authorizing the City of New York to discontinue the use of certain land in Staten Island as park land. 

 

BACKGROUND:


Staten Island is one of the City's fastest growing communities that is committed to building more and better parkland and recreation opportunities for the people of Staten Island and all of New York City.     The closing of the Fresh Kills Landfill paved the way for the idea and creation of the Fresh Kills Park.  However, in order to make this a feasible project, a majority of the parkland must be developed to have parkland wide enough to provide flexibility for locating the optimal alignment of the park roads.  When Fresh Kills Park is complete, its current 409 parkland acreage will be expanded to 2,095 acres of recreation space, wetlands, woodlands, meadows, and open water will be more than two times the size of Central Park and will increase the total amount of open space on Staten Island to nearly 30% of the entire borough. 
PROPOSED LEGISLATION

According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support, the proposed legislation would authorize New York City to discontinue the use of certain land in Fresh Kills Park in Staten Island as parkland.  Specifically, this legislation seeks to remove the parkland designation from surrounding areas, as specified in the legislation, to allow the construction, service, and maintenance of roadways to be built through and within the park to create additional acreage.   


Section 1 authorizes the city of New York to permanently discontinue the use as park land.  This section also authorizes construction, service, and maintenance of roadways to be built through and within the park to create roadways.   


Section 2 authorizes the city of New York to enlarge Fresh Kills Park from its current size of approximately 408 acres to an amount totaling approximately 2,095 acres.  This section also conditions the authorization upon the requirement that New York City dedicates additional acreage as park land after completion of all applicable land use procedures and approvals.

Section 3 states that land authorized by this proposed legislation is to be discontinued permanently as park land.

 Section 4 deems that this proposed legislation would take effect immediately.
