          9  14th, at 10:30, is Landmarks, and Land Use is 11:30.

         12  what time? 2:00, there will be a joint hearing of

         13  Land Use and Economic Development on Willets Point.

         14                 On June 14th there is the Landmarks

         15  Subcommittee at 10:30. And the Land Use Committee

         16  Meeting at 11:30. Landmarks is 10:30, Land Use is

         17  11:30 on June 14th. Joint hearing, June 13th at 2:00

         18  p.m., and on June 19th is the regular subcommittees.

         19                 Remember that we are the only

         20  Committee that really has to meet during the summer

         21  as well, and you have a Zoning meeting?

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: No. For

         23  informational purposes, they don't have anything.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: That's exactly

         25  right. And since we don't know exactly what the RFP
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          2  is going to be, it's probably going to have

          3  acquisitions, dispositions, demappings, school

          4  sitings. It's probably going to have everything. So,

          5  we're doing it with the full Committee, but quite

          6  honestly, we don't know what the actions are going

          7  to be.

          8                 So, it is purely informational with

          9  the Economic Development Committee, but it's going

         10  to be I think quite an interesting meeting on June

         11  13th at 2:00 p.m.

         12                 Regular subs on June 19th. Remember,

         13  they do meet during the summer.

         14                 Land Use. I want to thank everyone

         15  for having a quorum at 11:15 by the way. LU No. 387,

         16  505 West 51st Street. It's a ULURP, it's a UDAAP

         17  mixed use project on site in the Clinton Urban

         18  Renewal Area. It is in Council Member Speaker

         19  Quinn's District.

         20                 LU Nos 408 to 410 are all related.

         21  They are in the Boricua Village. The Boricua Village

         22  and Melrose Common. It is in Council Member Arroyo

         23  and Council Member Foster's district. It is an

         24  amendment to an Urban Renewal Plan. It is an

         25  amendment to the zoning map, and it is a UDAAP. All
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          2  three to facilitate the development of Boricua

          3  Village, 679 residential units, retail and community

          4  facility.

          5                 LU No. 466. Laboratory administrative

          6  building. It is in Council Member James's district.

          7  It is a landmarking in Brooklyn Botanical Garden.

          8                 LU No. 467 and 468. It's the East

          9  Harlem Salt Storage facility. It is two related

         10  actions to facilitate the siting of the salt storage

         11  facility. It's an amendment to the zoning map and a

         12  site selection in Council Member Mark-Viverito's

         13  district. And they're replacing trees.

         14                 LU Nos 404, 426, 449 and 461. 404 is

         15  a motion to file pursuant to withdrawal. 426 is also

         16  a motion to file, pursuant to withdrawal. 449 is in

         17  Council Member Yassky's district. It is a go.

         18  Council Member Monserrate's district, 461, it is

         19  also a go on 98th Street.
