	Title:  To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to technical corrections of the New York city construction codes and repealing paragraph 4 of subdivision a of section 27-2004 of the administrative code of the city of New York, chapter 1 of the New York city plumbing code, sections 302.1.1, 302.1.1.1 302.2, 302.2, 302.2.1, 302.3, 302.3.1, 302.3.2, 302.4, 302.5, 904.11.4, 904.11.4.1, 1626.3 and BC 2902, of the New York city building code,  tables 302, 403.1, 720.1 (2), 720.1(3), 721.2.3(2), 1507.2, 2305.3.3, 2306.3.2, 2306.4.5, 2308.12.4 and figures 1609.6.2.2 and 2308.12.6(1) of the New York city building code, section 510.8.2 and table 402.2 of the New York city fuel gas code.

	Summary of Legislation:  This legislation would enact technical corrections to Local Law 99 of 2005, which updated the City’s Plumbing Code, and Local Law 33 of 2007, which updated the City’s Building, Fuel, Gas and Mechanical Codes. Int. 659-A corrects typographical errors, the use of unclear language, and conversion errors from the metric system to United States customary unit.   Int. 659-A also incorporates provisions of Local and State laws relating to the Construction Codes in relation to professional certification of engineers and architects, licensing of residential contractors, insurance requirements for demolition and excavation operations, regulation of security guards in place of assembly, enhanced scaffolding and rigging requirements, and the illegal conversions of industrial and manufacturing units into residential uses. Int. 659-A does not contain substantive changes to the Construction Codes.  


	Effective Date:  This local law will take effect on July 1, 2008.  Prior to this date, the DOB commissioner will take administrative actions necessary for the timely implementation of this local law, including but not limited to the promulgation of rules.
