A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to slings for tower and climber cranes. 

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends Chapter 33 of the Building Code.
BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS:

On September 4, 2008, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Councilman Erik Martin Dilan, will conduct a hearing on Proposed Int. No. 795-A, A Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in relation to slings for tower and climber cranes.  The Council is concerned that the improper use of slings may create a safety hazard for the public and workers at or near a construction site. Previously, on July 15, 2008, the Committee heard testimony from representatives of the Department of Buildings and the construction industry with regards to an earlier amended version of this legislation.

Bill section one would amend section Chapter 33 of the Building Code of the City of New York, by adding a new section 3319.9 to require that nylon slings only be used in conjunction with climber or tower crane erection, jumping, climbing, and dismantling if the manufacturer’s manual specifically states or recommends the use of such equipment and softening mechanisms have been applied to all sharp edges.  The use of discarded rope as a sling would be prohibited.
Bill section two contains the enactment clause.

· Bill section two, the enactment clause, was amended to provide for an effective date of thirty days.
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
