	Title: To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the appointment of a safety compliance officer with respect to construction sites

	Sponsors:
Council Members Lappin, Brewer, Felder, Gentile, James, Liu, Palma, Stewart, Gerson, White, and Vacca


	Summary of Legislation:   This legislation creates the title of Safety Compliance Officer (SCO) in the Department of Buildings (DOB).  This legislation would allow the DOB commissioner, in his or her discretion, to require the presence of a Safety Compliance Officer (SCO) at any permitted construction site that has received immediately hazardous violations for the public’s safety. The SCO must be an architect or engineer who has experience supervising construction projects in the City, a licensed site safety manager, or coordinator, or other licensee of DOB, or a special inspector, and must carry insurance. The DOB commissioner will state in writing the reason for needing a SCO, the duration of the compliance monitoring, which must not exceed ninety days, and/or the conditions that must be satisfied prior to the compliance monitoring termination.  The SCO and his/her employees would be designated as DOB commissioner authorized representatives and can enter and examine buildings and sites at all reasonable times. The SCO would document violations with photographs or other means and would submit an interim report at the midpoint of the monitoring period and also a final report. DOB would share the result of these reports with the general contractors and provide the general contractor an opportunity to comment.  If the conditions have not been satisfied within the prescribed period, the DOB commissioner may appoint another SCO to monitor operations for an additional period not to exceed ninety days. The site’s owner would reimburse DOB for all direct costs and administrative expenses incurred by the SCO.  Reimbursement must be paid before a temporary or permanent certificate of occupancy is issued for the monitored site.  No permit would be issued for a job site for outstanding payments lasting more than thirty days.  DOB would adopt rules establishing a process for dispute resolutions concerning the SCO costs.  The SCO would keep records relating to the services performed.  


	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect ninety days after enactment except that the DOB Commissioner can take such actions as necessary for the implementation of this law, prior to such effective date.
