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Committee: Fire and Criminal Justice Services


	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York in relation to requiring the commissioner of the department of correction to report on census data and security indicators involving adolescents in city jails.
	Sponsors: Council Members James, Gonzalez, Martinez, Comrie, Dickens, Fidler, Foster, Mark-Viverito, Palma, Sanders, Jr., White, Jr. and Seabrook.

	Summary of Legislation: After defining a series of words and phrases used in the legislation, Intro. 937-A requires the commissioner of correction to post quarterly reports on the department of correction (DOC) website that include census data and security indicator data relating to adolescents.  The mandated census data include total admissions by age and gender; the percentage previously admitted to (DOC) custody; and the percentage of those admitted to a Department of Juvenile Justice facility within the last year.
The mandated security indicator data are to be disaggregated by facility, and include the total number of stabbings and slashings involving an adolescent; assaults on staff by adolescents; fight infractions written against an adolescent; and allegations and incidents of different levels of force involving adolescents.  Also to be reported are adolescent hospital admissions resulting from the use of force; use of force incidents not resulting in injury; use of force incidents involving adolescents in which chemical agent are used; serious injuries resulting from adolescent on adolescent fights; homicides involving adolescents; suicides and attempted suicides by adolescents; and sexual assaults involving adolescents.     

	Effective Date:  This local law would take effect on July 1, 2009.
