A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to requiring that all public meetings be webcast.
..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Subdivision b of section 1063 of the New York city charter is amended to read as follows:

b. The council and its committees and the city planning commission shall make their public meetings and hearings available for cablecasting and broadcasting. The council[, on the recommendation of the commission on public information and communication,] may by local law require that other agencies of city government be subject to the requirements of this subdivision.

§2. Section 1063 of the New York city charter is amended by adding a new subdivision d to read as follows:

d. All public meetings and hearings held by any city agency, authority, committee, commission or task forces, or by the council and its committees, shall be broadcast in digital video format live on the Internet. Such broadcasts shall be archived and made accessible to the public on the city’s website for not less than one year from the date of the original broadcast.

§2. This local law shall take effect immediately upon its enactment.
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
