INTRODUCTION


On December 8, 2008, the Committee on Transportation, chaired by Council Member John Liu, the Committee on Consumer Affairs, chaired by Council Member Leroy Comrie and the Committee on Housings and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Erik Martin-Dilan will hold a joint hearing on Int. No. 38.  Int. No. 38 would amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York to require building access for bicycles.

Bill section one would amend article ten of subchapter three of chapter one of title 26 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York (Ad. Code) by adding a new section 26-264.  Subdivision (a) of section 26-264 would require a building owner, lessee, agent or other person with direct or indirect control of a building to make reasonable provisions to provide access to such building by any tenant, subtenant or person in the employ of such tenant or subtenant seeking to enter such building with a bicycle.

Subdivision (b) of section 26-264 would require a building owner, lessee, agent or other person with direct or indirect control of a building to make reasonable provisions to provide access to locations where such bicycles shall be stored.  Reasonable provisions may include the designation of freight or service areas or spaces or freight or service elevators for use by persons with a bicycle.


Subdivision (c) of section 26-264 provides that notwithstanding the provisions of subdivision (b), no bicycle shall be stored in a manner that violates building or fire safety codes.  Further, any bicycle stored in such a manner must immediately be removed or made safe and secure.

Bill section two provides that the bill shall take effect thirty days from enactment.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to building access for bicycles.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1.  Article ten of subchapter three of chapter one of title 26 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 26-264 to read as follows:

§26-264  Access for bicycles.  a  The owner, lessee, agent or other person who directly or indirectly is in control of any building shall make reasonable provisions to provide for access to such building by any tenant, subtenant or person in the employ of such tenant or subtenant when any such tenant, subtenant or person seeks to enter such building with a bicycle.

b.  The owner, lessee, agent or other person who directly or indirectly is in control of any building shall make reasonable provisions to provide for access to locations where such bicycles shall be stored.  Such reasonable provisions may include the designation of freight or service areas or spaces or freight or service elevators, where such elevators exist in a building, for use by such tenant, subtenant or person with a bicycle.
c.  Notwithstanding the provisions of subdivisions b of this section, no bicycle shall be stored in a manner that violates building or fire codes.  Any such bicycle that is so stored in such a manner shall immediately be removed or made safe and secure.


§2.  This local law shall take effect in thirty days from the date of its enactment.
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
