Bill Title: 
To amend the New York city charter, in relation to the campaign finance laws to be in effect for covered elections held prior to the 2021 primary
Bill Summary:

This bill would apply the campaign finance system that Ballot Question #1, as approved by voters in the 2018 general election, established for the 2021 elections to covered elections prior to the 2021 primary election, including special elections held in 2019.
Effective Date: 
Immediately, provided that if this local law becomes law after January 2, 2019, it is retroactive to and deemed to have been in effect as of January 2, 2019.
