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Bill Title: 
A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring added sugar notifications on menu boards and signs

This bill would require that that chain restaurants of 15 or more in New York City post an icon next to a prepackaged item on display, next to a prepackaged menu item on the menu or menu board, and post a warning statement at the point of purchase, when the prepackaged menu item on prepackaged item on display has at least 100 percent daily value of added sugar, or another specified level of added sugar to be determined by the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH).
