Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to conforming the New York city energy conservation code to the New York state energy code with amendments unique to construction in the city and incorporate therein provisions of the NYStretch energy code-2020, and to repeal section 28-1001.2 of such administrative code relating to such conforming amendments

This bill would implement section 28-1001.3.1 the Administrative Code, which requires triennial updates to the New York City Energy Conservation Code (NYCECC) “to bring it up to date with or exceed the latest edition of the energy conservation construction code of New York State.”  These amendments will bring the NYCECC up to date with the 2020 version of the New York State Energy Conservation Code (NYSECC) which goes into effect in 2020, but with local amendments. The NYSECC will reflect the NYSECC’s anticipated adoption of the 2018 International Energy Conservation Code that is published by the International Code Counsel. In addition, this legislation incorporates the latest version of the New York Stretch Code – Energy as required by Local Law 32 for the year 2018. Local Law 32 mandates that the City amend the NYCECC to align it with the latest version of the NYStretch Energy Code-2020 developed by the New York State Energy Research and Development Authority.

Effective Date:

The same day the Energy Conservation Construction Code of New York State takes effect and applies to applications for construction document approval filed on and after such effective date.
