A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to firefighter applicants who have completed high school in the city.

Adds a new section 15-111.2  to title 15.
BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS
On December 14, 2009, the Committee on Civil Service and Labor, chaired by Councilmember Nelson, will hold a hearing on Proposed Int. No. 1093-A, a Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in relation to firefighter applicants who have completed high school in the city.  This legislation is meant to encourage a more diverse pool of applicants to become New York City firefighters.  Invitees include the Fire Department of New York (FDNY), the Department of Citywide Administrative Service (DCAS), the Office of Labor Relations, various unions, and interested persons.  
Pro. Int. No. 1093-A


Proposed Int. No. 1093-A would provide firefighter applicants extra credits on the firefighter examination if they received a high school diploma or a General Education Development (GED) credential from a New York City school or testing center.  Bill section one of the legislation would add a new section 15-111.2 to the Administrative Code to provide that any candidate for firefighter that possessed a high school diploma or a GED credential from a school or testing center, whether public or private, located in New York City would be eligible for additional credits that equal eight percent of the total possible points on the firefighter examination.  The provision would also require that any candidate who possesses a GED credential must have attended high school within the city of New York at some time prior to obtaining such a GED credential in order to qualify for these additional credits. 
Bill section 2 would contain a severability clause.  
Bill section 3 would provide that the legislation take effect immediately following enactment.  

Amendments to Int. No. 1093


Bill section one was amended to refer to the GED as the high school equivalent.  Bill section one was also amended to provide for credits based on a percentage of total possible points on the firefighters examination.  The original bill provided for 5 credits and the A version currently provides that the additional credits equal 8 percent of the total.  
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
