He served on Community Board three for over 10 years

and serves at District 16 Diversity Committee for the

tremendous service and has been a community pastor
for a very long time and is the go-to person for
spiritual guidance for many residents of Bedford
Stuyvesant.

that were included in the fiscal 2020 budget to fund
Council local initiatives. The second resolution is
a transparency resolution that sets forth a new
designation. The changes in the designation of
certain organizations receiving local, aging, and
youth discretionary funding and funding pursuant to
certain initiatives in the budget. Since we’re
meeting later today, in the interest of time, I ask
that member please hold their remarks on the fiscal

2021 budget until we vote on those items. Again,
