Title:

A local law to amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to health insurance coverage for the surviving spouse and children of deceased uniformed correctional and sanitation workers.



Sponsor:
Council Member Cruz (by request of the Mayor)

Summary of Legislation: This bill would amend paragraph 2 of subdivision (b) of section 12-126 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York, to provide that the Mayor may, in his or her discretion, authorize the provision of health insurance benefits to surviving spouses and children of uniformed sanitation and correctional employees who died, as a natural and proximate result of an accident or injury sustained in the performance of duty, between the dates of November 1, 1996 and February 18, 2000.  

Effective Date:
