TITLE:
In relation to a street name, Brewers Row, Borough of Brooklyn.

INTENT:
This proposed local law would name, by adding an additional sign, North 11th Street, between Berry Street and Wythe Avenue, as Brewers Row.

ANALYSIS AND BACKGROUND:


The following information was excerpted from materials provided by Brooklyn Brewery.


The Borough of Brooklyn has a long history as a center for the brewing industry.  At the turn of the 20th century, Brooklyn was one of the nation’s largest brewing centers.  In 1898, Brooklyn was the home of 48 breweries, most of them German-style lager breweries in Williamsburg and Bushwick.  However, many of these breweries could not compete in the post-Prohibition era of national brand brewing.  Other brewers that operated in Brooklyn included: the John F. Trommers Evergreen Brewery which was located on Bushwick Avenue and closed in 1953, Edelbrew Brewery which was located on Bushwick Place and closed in 1951, Piel Brothers Brewery which was located on Liberty Avenue and closed in 1973, Joseph Schlitz Brewery which was located on George Street and closed in 1973 and Rheingold Brewery which was located on Forrest Street and closed in 1976.

In June of 1996, Brooklyn Brewery opened its doors on North 11th Street in a former matzo bakery and became the first commercial brewery in Brooklyn in over 20 years since, the closing of the F & M Schaefer Brewing Company plant on Kent Avenue on January 31, 1976.  Brooklyn Brewery now produces a line of lagers, pilsners, pale ales, stouts and weisse beers that have won medals and critical acclaim.  Brooklyn Brewery’s products are distributed in states from Virginia to Massachusetts and in countries extending from England to Japan.  

Brooklyn Community Board No. 1 supports this proposed street designation adjacent to the Brooklyn Brewery.
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
